ed two sermons in the home of Mrs
James Irving, a Dumfreisshire Pres-
byterian, Rev. Neil MacKay men-
tions in the memoir of the Rev,
James MacGregor that at the time
of Mr. MacGregor’s first visit to
Murray Harbor there were only
three actual settlers, besides a num-
ber of fishers employed in the fish-
ing' industry, established in 1805 by
Mr. cambridge. The fishers at that
time were living in Mr. Cambridge's
store. This point is now known as
Murray Harbor North,

From Rev. James MacGregor's
own notes we learn that he preach-
ed two sermons in Murray Harbor
on July 6, 1806 and then proceeded
to the home of Mr. Willlam Gra-
ham, seven miles distant, where he
preached one discourse and returned
to Georgetown,

The evil was
accentuated by the higher stand-
ard of living developed in years of
prosperity, although, with regard
to the pcorer c'asses, the low prices
for agricultural commodities has
alleviated their situation.

The Imp-rial Council of Agricul-
