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Killed In Action

LIEUTENANT RONALD J. Mac-
DONALD, R.C.A.

The news that Lieut. Ronald J.
MacDonald, R.C.A., of Peakes was
killed overseas came ag a great
shock to his relatives and many
friends throughout the Island. It
is only when the ruthless hand of
.war bouches thosa whom we know
and love that thereal significance of
its cruelty is brought home to ug and
We realize in a greater measure the
sacrifices. that our boys are making
daily on the battle fronts of the
world. And so, as we hear that an-
other of our gallant Island sons
has made the supreme sacrifice of
his life on behalf of that freecom
which we all hold so dear, it is fit-
ting that we pause to pay tribute
to him who so freely died that we
might live and enjoy that kind of
life for which he and other Can-
adian sons fought so .bravely. Noth-
ing that can be said will add to his
glory. He gave his all; what more
could mortal do? “Greater love
than this no man hath, that te lay
down his life....”
Ronald, the only son of Mr. and
Mrs. Dougald MacDonald. was
born at Peakes, Prince Bdward
Island, November 16, 1913. He re-
ceived his early education there,
matriculating in 1930 to Prince of
Wales College where he received a
teacher's license of the first class.
He taught school for three vear at
Bristol and Morell, P. E. I. To sat-
{sfy an early ambition' he entered
St Dunstan's University as a Fresh-
man in 1937 and was graduated
with a Bachelor of Arts degree in
1041, The year 1940 saw the organ
ization of a unit of C.O.T.C. at St.
Dunstan's and Ronald became one
of its first lieutenants. In this cap-
acity as well as in all the tasks he
undertcok he showed untiring zeal
and a desire to do his part
Whatever may hdve been his
plans fer the future, he set them
aside when his country called for
men, and immediately after grad-:
uation he enlisted in the Royal
Canadian Artillery. He was sent
to Brockville, Ontario, as an officer
cadet and at the close of the course
received his ccenmission. For seme
months he was stationed at Peta-
wawa, Ontario as an instructor, but
wae sent to England witlh  reine
forcements early in 1943 He must
have been among the first soldiers
who landed in France in the re-
cent invasion-since, according to the
official report, he was killed on
June ninth N> further particulars
of his death have been received.
During his stay in England he
wrote regularly to his friends. In
all his letlers he expressed eager-
ness for the invasion day to ccme,
and seemed prepared to meet whate
ver fate might have in store for
him.

The manner in which the sad
news of his death was received
here bears test‘mony to the rezard
in which he was held by all who
knew him. He was certainly deserv-
ing of the highest esteem. for he
yvoung man of exemplary
character and pessessed of definite
sound principles. It seems to be
part of the irony of war that the
most fit and vromising of our
young men should be called upon to
die. Ronald wag & youth from whcm
great things cousd be expectzd, for
he was certainiy well equipped wita
Catholic education and good chris-
tin philosphy to face the battles of
life. But for him tiie war is over,
the troubles of this world have
ceased, and he can now reap the
reward whichh is his due. While he
will be mourned greatly by his ime
mediate relatives, he will long be
rememkered by hig many friends,
especially by those with whom lLe
wwas associated during his course
at St. Dunstan's.

To the honour roll of his College
is dded the name of another alum-
nus, who died for the honor and
glory of Ged in an effort to restore
peace among nations. Let us pray
that his sacrifice will not have
been in vain, that soon a lasting
peace will be effected, and that
with the end of hostilities we shall
see the dawning of a new and bet-
world. Since he
thought enough of ug to die for
our cause, let us remember him

in our prayers. Requiescat In pace.
