ADVANCE

OTTAWA, July 16—Holders of the
110,000,000 bushels of Canadian wheat
storéd in términal and country eéle-
vators throughout the dominion
made something like $11,600,000 to-
day. With all the spéctacular feat-
ures of a wartime market, pricés
shot up, seoring a net gain of 11
cénts per bushel on the day's u—aqmg
as compared with Saturday. There
are 110,000,000 bushels of wheat it
storage, as compared with 92,000,000
bushels a year ago. Since June 15, &
month ago, prices have advanced 50
éents per bushel for July wheat, re-
presenting an incréase in value of
$55,000,000 to the holders A year ago,
July wheat was selling at $1.32 1-2
per bushe. Today itc¢losed at$1,667.
The Canadian wheat pool was
recently’ severely criticized for hold-
ing large stocks, their eritics saying
they had been caught badly, with
Argentine wheat coming on the mar-
ket.

ARE PACKAGED
AND ADVERTISED

Test Shipment of Mich.
igan Potatoes in 15
Ib. Sacks Sold Sue.

cessfully With Aid of
Newspaper Adverx
tising.

The following ‘is republished from
the July 4th issue of “Printér’s Ink”:
A successful experiment in packs
aging, labeling ‘and advertising po-
tatoes in fifteen-pound retail cotton
bags, made recently by the Textile
Bag Manufacturers Association of
Chicago in co-opération with tli§
Michigan Potato Growers Exchange,
indicates the practicsbility of retall
packaging many of the sd-called
bulky farm products, including while
potatoes, sweet potatoes, string beans,
asparagus and celery. \

The association made a prelimis
nary survey of Chicago produce
dealers, grocers and housewives ta
learn their attitude toward the pros
posed marketing of potatées in seal«
ed retai] bags. Forty per cent of the
produce dealers interviewed favored
a retall sack of either fifteen or
twenty-five pounds; 50 per cent wers
indifferent and 10 per cént wers
opposed to the plan. Sixty-five per
¢ent of ‘700 grocers liked the idea; 13
per cent were doubtful but were will«
ing to try the package, and 23 per
cént deolared they could not sell
packaged potatoes in their “poor”
neighborhoods.

It was learned that the averagg
retail sale of potatoes in Chicaga
is a fraction over séven pounds, The
association argued that by putting ug
potatées in fifteen-pound sacks thd
unit retail salée would be increased,
The grocers weré quick to sense thi{
possibility. They considered also thal
the package would eliminate wastq
savé labor and provide ' attractive
store and window displays,

Field workers of the association
interviewed 650 housewives in Chi«
cago, among whom the chiet appeal
of packaged potatoes was uniform
quality packed under brand with &
shipper's guarantee. They declared
that many grocers for convenience
during rush hours prepare five, ten
and fifteen-pound paper bags of pa+
tatoes in advance, but that it would
be preferable to have the pacage fill«
ed, sealed and labeled by the shipp-
er. The cotton bags could be used
later for lettuce, dust cloths, polish-
ing cloths and, the like.
