Poultry Imports
Must Be Marked

OTTAWA, Apidl 30—Under an
amendment to the British govern-
ment merchandise marks' act which
will come into effect on and after
June 22, next, all dressed poultry
imported into the United Kingdom
will have to carry an indication in
& conspicuous manner of the coun-
try origin. Canada has a very im-
portant export trade to Britain
which just now is particularly.act-
ive. It is believed here the new re-
gulation is not lkely to be a handd-
cap to that trade.

The act lays down—that each
bird must be 1iarked legibly and
durably on a seal or disc of a per-
manent character and not less than

Will Undertake
Housing Scheme

(C. P. by Guardian’s Special Wire)

HALIFAX, April 30—A Govern-
ment housing scheme, to be under-
taken this year in an experimental
way, was outlined before the Nova
Scotia Legislature today by Premicr
Angus L, Macdonald. More than
$200,000 would be spent in Halifax
this year, the Premier said, and
eventually the plan would become
effective in other provincia! cen-

It was formed with the object of
bettering housing conditions
throughout the province, the Pre=
mier told the House as it consider-
ed a supplementary estimate of
$200,000 for the p . Adminis-
tration would be under control of a
commission, which would supervise
ration of companies to erect
buildings. In Halifax, Premier Mac-
donald said, it was possible large
areas of land owned by the Federal
and Imperial Governments would
be used. Certain other lands might
be expropriated.
