Premier  Flemming of New Bruns-
wick has invited the Premiers of
Nova Scotia and I'. E. Island to a
conference in 8t, John on the 18th
to discuss the matter of a concerted
immigration policy for the Maritime
Provinces. Arthur Hawkes, the new
immigration agent appointed by the
Dominion Government is to be in St.
John on that date, and  Premier
F‘lem_ming hopes that a general dis-
cussion may be the ‘means of bringing
about a policy that will mean more
settlers for the Maritime *Provinces.—
N. B. Exc,

Within the past few days some con-
ferences, - have taken place between
members of the Provincial Govern-
ment and the civic authorities with
respect to the position of the Nova
Scotia provincial exhibition. There
has been considerable comment over
the annually recurring deficit and
several changes of policy have been
mentioned, but as yet no definite
course has been decided upon. There
are four vacancies on the commission
which in the ordinary course will no
doubt be filled by the Government,
although some advocate the closing
down of the exhibition altogether
and the disposal of the grounds and
equipment. Another proposal is that
some arrangement should be made
with the provinces of New Brunswick
and -Prince Edward Island whereby
a Maritime exhibition would be held
triennially in each province. By oth-
ers it has been suggested that the
prize list shonld be cut down, and
that the exhibition ‘should be held
annually as heretofore in Halifax.—
Exc. ?

An Ottawa despatch says: That
there is a good prospect of the com-
plete reorganization of the fisheries
branch of the Marine Department at
Ottawa is the opinion. of ex-Ald. Wil-
son, who has just returned from Ot-
tawa, where hé had an interview
with Hon. J. D. Hazen, Minister of
Marine and Fisheries, on the subject.
Mr. Wilson said last night that he
found the minister favorably inclin-
ed to the proposition and disposed
to put it into effect. The reorganiza-
tion would include the appointment
of a deputy minister of fisheries, who
would have special charge of the
prosecution and development of the
fishing industry, which at present is
worth to Nova Scotia alone between
seven and eight million dollars an-
nually.  The Hon. Mr. Hazen, Mr.
Wilson says, was inclined to see the
necessity of making a new departure
in regard to the fisheries of Canada.
In order that more may be got out
of the branches of the figheries that
are depleted—such as the lobster and
oyster. It was pointed out to the
minister that by better administra-
tion fisheries that are, depleted could
be again’' made productive. The oys-
iter fisheries af the United States are
worth from fifteen to g¢ighteen mil-
lion dollars per year. In Nova Scotia
the yield of the oyster beds has be-
come particularly nil, and in Prince
Edward Island the yield is not more
than twenty-five per cent of what
it once was. The lobster industry can
be: saved and made more valuable
than at present. The department is
spending a large amount of money at

the present time on our fisheries,
and is now considering some
changes. In each province there

-would be a superintendent—also a
practical man—to look f;lter the car-
rying out of local details. ’I.‘he' em-
ployment of practical men in this
way would dispense with hundreds of
small officials and the total cost to
the country would not exceed what
i now paid. Mr. Wilson went to Ot-

In the first place, says Harper's
Weekly, when Richard 1., set out for
the Holy Land he took the seal with
him. His Vice Chancellor, Malchlen,
is said.-to have worn it suspended by
a chain around his neck. Off Cypress
the Vice Chancellor fell overboard
and was drowned, and the great seal
was lost,

The first seal of Charles 1. was
thrown into the river Severn in or-
der that it might not fall into the
hands of Cromwell's soldiers. When
James 11, fled from England he car-
ried the great seal with . him. He
threw it into the Thames, evidently
thinking that without it William 111.
could not carry on the government.
A fisherman's net caught it, and it
was restored to the authorities and
was used by William until a new seal
was made.

In 1474  thieves broke into the
house of the Lord Chancellor Thur-
low and stole the great seal. It was
never recovered.
