AMBASSADOR MAY HAVE BEEN

MILAN, TItaly, June 20.—The Cor-
riere Della Sera says it is reported
that Prince von Radolin, former Ger-
man ambassador to France, and Prin-
cess von Radlin were arrested in Ber-
lin at the end of April charged, with
espionage against: Germany but that
the censors forbade any mention of
the incident.

Prince Von Radolin retired as am-
bassador to France in June, 1910, and
announced that he was through with
public life, He served at Paris for
nine years and represented his coun-
try in delegate negotiations with
France when the two nations seemed
on the verge of war over the Moroc-
can situation. It was reported in 1906
that Emperor William was dissatisfied
with his work and that he probably
would be transferred either to Madrid
or to Constantinople. He remained in
Paris, however, and was decorated by
the French government early in 1909.
President Faillieres called upon
Prince von Radolin at the embassy in
1910. It was the first visit of a French
President to the German embassy
since the Franco-Prussian war. . The
retirement of Prince von.Radolin was
reported to have been hastened by the
theft of his diary in which he kept a
minute record of his diplomatie ex-
periences in. Paris. These accounts
were said to have been of such'a na-
ture that they displeased the French
Government, .

“The sergeant and myself were go-
ing for rations one morning in the
trenches at Cuichy when we came
across scores of kilt aprons, clothing
and bits of ‘rags soaked in blood,
strewn about the trench., 1 - looked
over the top and then called to the
sergeant. We saw hundreds of dead
bodies horribly mutilated and cut up
scattered all over the field. The Black
Watch had been practically wiped out
and the ground was soaked in blood.”
Such is one of the many horrible
experiences of Private Peter McDer-
mott of the Loyal North Lancashires
who has been invalided home to Mont-
real on account of acute kidney dis-
ease brought on by heing perpetually
in trenches filled with water.  Privates
McDermott was a reservist and an-
swered the call to th colors in August
last. In November he was sent to
France and up to March was' con-
tinually in the trenches.

Saw Women and Children Killed.
His regiment which as a reinforce-
ing draft, was first sent to the first
battle of Ypres, where all but 72 of
2,000 of the Lancashire regiment had
been killed and wounded. For a time
he was stationed at Hazebrucke, and
while there German aeroplanes flew
over the town and dropped a number
of bombs. “I saw thirty women and'
small children blown to pieces and
othérs had variuos parts of their bo-
dies shot off.”

On December 21 the Lancashires
marched through Neuve Chapelle 970
strong. They had bheen ordered to
take a German trench beyond the one
in which an Indian regiment was lo-
cated.

“We had to jump that. trench,”
stated Private McDermott, “and in-
stead of taking the one trench that
was expected of us we took four and
drove the Germans off a considerable
distance. There were two hundred of
us left when the Toll call was' taken.
We took our places in the trenches
but they were too packed and C. and
D. companies were ordered to retire
behind the lines. As we again passed
the Indian trench they thought e had
lost but we explained to the white
officers and they shouted tlieir con-
gratulations, We then took to the
main road but in a very few minutes
the Germans had the exact range and
swept the entire road, I pulled my
pal’into the ditch. There were other
fellows there lying down. The bayo-
net of one of them was sticking into
my knee so I tried to awaken him.
He was dead and so were all the
others that filled the ditch. Later 100
of ‘us. yolunteered to go back to the
trenches to reinforce the Sussex regi-
ment. We were supposed: to retire
for a yegt, but. were willing to go for-
ward again. The trench in which we
took up our positions, was very soon
under a ueavp shell fire, 8o we dug
ourselves in and set about cleaning
our rifles. The Germans later camé
into the open and opened up a rapid
fire. Later we got the order to retire

two-mile trench never heard the order
until more than half a hundred had
been killed and wounded, There was
a big gap between us and the next line
man and that is how we missed it.

about three dozen hand bombs but
only two went off. The man next to
me kept pickinp them up and throw-
ing them back. We made for the
.communication trench and at the
opening found a section of Gurkhas
with a machine gun and a white offi-
cer.
Just Mowed Germans Down.

The officer pulled our last man into
shelter and opened a murderous fire
which just mowed the Germans down
as they came on. On New Year's Day
I was in the trenches again. We had
found another hundred of our regi-
ment. «The trenches were knee deep
in thick wet clay and we could not
move very well. Every now and again
we would plunge up to our waists in
water. We had no food for four days
and four nights for no one would vol-
unteer to get rations through that
muck.”

Private MeDermott was within a
mile: of O'Leary when he won the
Victoria Cross. They were all operat-
ing on the brick field at Cuichy. He
has been discharged on account of ill
health but is liable to be called into
active service again within twelve
months. He was employed at the
¢!. P. R. Outremont yards before he
left for the front and is now looking
for a job.

EIGHT DROWNED ;
AT ATLANTIC CITY.

ATLANTIC CITY, June 21.—Buf-
fetted by a huge wave, and carried
into deep water by a treacherous un-
dertow, seven bathers, including pro-
minent members of the Philadelphia
summer colony, weré drowned in the
surf here to-day. Scores of others
were dragged to the heach in an un-
conscious condition after life guards
and other bathers had, battled desper-
ately to save their lives. One other
man was drowned when six fishing
smacks were capsized simultaneously
as they were about to come ashore
at Mississippi avenue, and a score of
fishermen thrown into the water.

Life guards say a storm cau:ed an
offset or gully, between a sand bar
a hundred yards out and the beach.
The offset extended the entire length
of the beach, and with the develop-
ment of the strong undercurrent, the
bathers were swept into water of un-
expected depth. Many heroic rescues
were made by members of the beach
patrol, and by volunteers and several
persons gave up their lives in efforts
to save others.
