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IS APPROVED

PARIS, Nov. 6.—(Special).~ The
French Cabinet has formally approv-
ed the Budget for 1914, which is to
be submitted to the Chamber of De-
puties when it reassembles on Thurs-
day next. Although the Budget Bill
does not fix the amount of the loan
which will be necessary, it is affirmed
unofticially that the earliest favor-
able opportunity a loan is to be is-
suned of #260,000,000 to meet the de-
ficit on the 13514 Budget and to pay
off outstanding treasury bill cover-
ing previous deficits.

The terms of the budget show that
the expenseés = of restoring order in
Morocco during 1914 are estimated
at . $40,000,000. Increased military
expenses on account of the introduc-
tion of three years’ service in the
army amount to $34,000,000, and
non-recurring military expenditures
to $31,400,000, Increases in other de-
partments of the public services in
1914 are  estimated at $30,400,000.
These items and the overhanging de-
ficit from 1913 together cause a de-
ficit in the 1914 Budget of $158,-
800,000, and to this amount has to
be added that of previous deficits,

The Cabinet today decided to in-
troduce an inheritance tax among
the proposed new forms of taxation.
