but some idea of the amount of
work done mayv be gained from
the fact that 767 examinations are
made in this laboratory duringthe
average month. It generally takes
one hour to p a patient for
an operation and half an hour to
prepare the operating room. In or-
der to prepare the patient for the
operation he is given a sedative
about one hour in advance. After
the cperation which may last only
15 minutes it takes two hours to
c'ran un the room.

Complaints are sometimes made
about the food and the patient al-
ways the dieticlan. The
doctor is responsible for the num-
ber of calories, proteins, carbohy-
drates, etc. the dietician has often
litt'e choice in finding foods to
meet his requirements. The hos-
pital kitchen averaged 360 meals &
day of which there may be from
50 to 100 different diets. The pat-
ient cannot be discharged nor
leave the hospital without the doc-
tor's orders. Indignation is scme-
times shown when the bill is nre-
sented as the patient leaves. This
volicy is followed by most hospl-
tals and could not be abandoned
without ereat loss. In the United
S'ates 60% of the hosnital revenue
s derived from vatients’ fees. 407
from endowments, grants and col.
lections. In the P.E.I. Hoespital
809 comes from fees. 8% from the
endowment, 7% from grants, and
5% from col'ections. The new deep
therapy machine was doinc a great
work in the treatment of cancer
and any patient entering the hos-
pital was beingz treated with this
machine rezariless of their abilitv
to pay. Dr. Houston advised all
Rotarians to subscribe to the cam-
paign to fight cancer, Seventy-five
cents of the dollar pald for mem-
}m‘:hip is retained in this prov-
