Canada T Act in that C.unty
in order that the Prohibitory Law may
take its place, are naturally desirous‘to
know when the change will take effect
and the Prohibitory Law came into
force, The date is, we are advised,
thi-ty days from the time of the election
at which the Temperance Act was
condemned, that is on March 3.

‘Where the Canada Temperance Act
has been in force andan election has
been held, as in this case resulting ina
majority against the Aot, the Governor
General issues an Order in Council thirty
days after s‘uch election rescinding  the
previous Order in Council which brought
the Act into force. Immediately on this
action by the Governor General the
OCanada Temperance Act ceases to be
in forcz and the Provincial Prohibitory
Law comes into operation.

Both political parties in Canada me
committed to the payment of bounties on
iron and steel. Mr, Fielding enlargeid the
bounty system to include lead and
petroleum, Under the bounty system the
production of irou and steel in Canada
has greatly increased within ten years
past, but the production of native iron
ore has not increased. In fact the use of
Nova Scotia ore has practically ceased.

Bentley who gave much thought to the
sraffic in those days estimated our drink
bill at $400.000 and Senator Ferguson is of
the opinlon that this is below the actual
amount as there wére large quantitics
smuggled into the ‘Provinte previous to
Confederation. Adding this and the
large quantity of Ale consumed which I
had not included would,he thinks put the
amount at nearer $500.00 and there is no
better authority than the Senator on the
statistics of the Province,

In 1871 we paid $58.000 for education.
In 1905 we paid $121.695. In 1871 we
had only $215.000 in the Savings Bank, In
1905 we have $2,200,158 and in addition to
this over $6,000,000 on deposit in the
chartered Banks. Tn 1871 a buggy, a
self binding harvester, n sewing machine
or a’musical instrament was a curiosity,
(we only imported twelve of the latter in
1871). Tcday nearly all our farmers have
these n ecessities and luxuries, besutiful
homes and well-stocked farms. I do not
say that all these things are the restuilt of
our advance in temperance legislavion
and public sentiment, but I do say we
could not waste over $400,000annually and
have these conditions,

In conclusion it is due to the Premier,
Hon. Mr. Peters, to say that the success
of the Prohibitory Law in Charlottetown
is lavgely due to his honrable, straighfor
ward conduct toward ghe officials whose
duty it is te enforce this beneficent law,
