in south China, There is one basic’
Chinese language and -differences re-
semble cur own dialects. Has the cue
gone out of fashion. It was a token
of submission to the Manchu dy-
nasty. With their defeats the wearing
of the cue has been ‘to a large ex-
tent abandoned. Two forces have been
responsible for the abandonment of
foot-binding, Chrictianity and pro-
gress. Wearing of western clothes is
not as popular as it was ten years
ago in the great modern cities.
Despite our boasted western civiliza-
tion, the war proved to them, that
it is only skin-deep. In 1827 an anti-
forelgn wave .swept over the coun-
try. Soviet influence said “we will
free you from western domlnation.”
No European nation pays more than
5 per cent on goods entering China.
Compare with this the duty paid by
Canadians to the Dominion Govern-
ment on automobiles. i

The presence of the Nuns of the
Roman Cathollc Church in China
has been of industrial, artistic and
educational benefit to the people. In
1803 R. Morrison .who had spent 18
years in the country said that it
would be_a miracle if there would
be 1,000 Christians .in the country
in one hundred years. Despite this
prophecy there are 300,000 Christians
in the country at the present time.

The war in China has“been ‘he-
tween the progressive party and the
reactionary party. The latter party
is anti-forelgn, but the former is
now ‘in power,

The speaker next dealt with the
position . of Christianity in China.
Out of the ten members of the cab-
inet of the president Chang Kiay
Cho, who came to his office in 1927,
six are Christlans. They are mem-
bers not because of their religion but
because of their ability. Two of thewxc
are former Y, M. C. A. secretaries.
The present government, progressive
in attitude is giving Christianity
backing, and eventually it will win
