Following is the text of the ad-
dress delivered to the Grand Jury
at Georgetown yesterday by Mr
Justice A. C. Saunders:

For three years I was Chalrman
of the Board of Review in this
Province, under the Farmers Credi-
tors Arrangement Act. I then learn-
ed, I regret to say, only too realis-
tically the !.?palling condition of
many of our farmers,

Since then, I have on several! oc-
casions gone into our farmers' prob-
lems from all angles: and meode
many recommendations and sugges
tions in order to improve these un.
fortunate conditions. But my rec
ommendations have, I fear, fallen
on deaf ears.

Such lnf the case, I see very
little object in pursuing this subject
any further,

I think, however, we mighi very
profitably consider together for a
few moments this cgtaclysmic war
in which our Empire has been en-
ggged since the first of Septem-

r, 1939,

The first question we may reas-
onably ask ourselves is: Why are
we at war?

The answer is simple, namely:
To preserve liberty and freedom for
our fellow man, which we British-
ers, and all democratic nations, have
enjoyed for so many years, Lib-
erty and freedom are the basis of
our clvilization; without these, life
would really be meaningless, We
cherish them as much as life it-
self. We seek only these things,
nothing more. We positively have
no ulterior object, No thoughi of
material gain,

Then, you might naturally ask,
why are we in this fight alone? Are
these principles not as preciovs and
as worth while to all peace loving
democracies?

The answer is yes. But unfortun-
ately France and the great maior-
ity of the smaller democratic na-
tions were overrun and subjugat-
by the armies of the dicta‘ors,
nd are now under the iron heel of
itler, They are helpless. In Eur-
ope, apart frcem Turkey and that
gallant little Greek nation, the Brit-
ish Isles is left alone to fight itout
with Hitler,

Here again we must pause and
ask ourselves the question, “What
will happen should Great Britain
fail, and Hitler succeed?"

This is the question to be faced
frankly and honestly, not so much
by us, who are already in the fight,
but by the American people —our
neighbors who are as much interest-
ed in preserving their liberty and
freedom as we are,

Then what is the answer to this
last question?

It surely has been given by that
noble and outstanding statesmar:,
who is the head of the great Amerl-
can nation, when he said, “If Great
Britain falls, all the populations
and all the resources of Europe,
Asia, Africa, and Australasia will
be dominated by ts conquerors.

He might very we.. have contin-
ued by saying:: “and then Hit e
who is out for world domination,
will direct his attention to our
country.”

World Conquest, Hitler's Aim

Does any honest, intelligent per-
son doubt the ambition and pur-
pose of Hitler and his satellives?
Certainly not men of vision and un=-
derstanding, such as Messrs, Hull,
Knox, Stimson, and the greatest of
all the great Republican statesmen,
Wendall Willkie. and many other
notable, loyal, and patriotic men.

Just a little over a year ago, Hil-
ler, whom I regard not only as a
professional, but unquestionably one
of the most systematic, as well as
the most ruthless and barbaric con-
querors the world has ever seen,
crushed Poland, overran Norway
and by his outstanding might ham-
mered into submission the Nether-
lands, Belgium, Luxembourg, <nd
finally France, and now menaces
the British Isles.

Is it not crystal clear that afler
Hitler's crushing success with his
well trained army and mechanized
land forces and also his fighter and
bomber planes —and with the Fifih
Column’s duplicity and outright
treason in these invaded countries
that he intends going om until he
has accomplished his goal?

The actual fact is that the North
American continent & in as great
peril and danger as the British
Isles.

Preason: Hitler goes about his job
methodically. He mops up as he goes |
