Herbert A. Nelman & Co., one of
the largest producers of foxes in
the world, (two years ago they had
40,000 pups) are offering 11,000 sil-
ver fox on the New York Auction
Company’s sale November 3rd, It
will be Interesting to note the re-
ception these skins get. We hope
to have a report on them,

A cautlouslj optimistic view of
the raw fur market, particularly
in the coming winter is taken by
Arthur C. Prentice, general mana-
ger of the Canadian Fur Auction
Sales Company (Quebec) ILtd., in
a market letter just issued... “Dur-
ing the past two months there has
been considerable activity in ‘the
fur markets, with the result that
supplies of most wanted furs such
as wild mink ,mutation mink,
ranch mink, beaver, muskrat, er-
mine, etc., are neither greatly dee
pleted or very limited. Actually the
inventory, position of the trade 1is
much more favorable than anyone
had reason to believe it would be a
few tnonths ago, consequently the
concensus of opinion among deal-
ers and manufacturers would in-
dicate an active demand for fresh
merchandise at the opening of the
new season.

“While there has been some im-
provement in retail fur sales both
in Canada and the United States,
the retailers themselves  are
hesitant to discontinue their policy
of restricted purchases based upon
actual volume of sales. The reoc-
currance of labor unrest in the
coal and steel industries does not
enhance the possibilities of in-
creased consumer purchasing pow-
er, hence the retailers find no
particular reason at the moment to
go along with the more optimistic
attitude of the raw fur frade. We
do believe, however, that with the
approach of colder weather, and
provided current laber difficulties
are disposed of before causing ser-
fous harm toeconomy, that there
is every possibility of a steady de-
mand for fur apparel this coming
season.”

The marketing department  of
the Canadian National Silver Fox
Breeders'  Asscciation, Summer-
side, sent out the following in-
formation which should be ocare-
fully read by everyone engaged in
the industry....“The approach of a
new marketing season for Fox and
mink pelts causes producers of
these furs more than usual con-
cern under present market con-
ditions, in that way they must
now begin planning their 1050 pro-
gram. A reveiw of our market re-
ports issued regularly throughout
this season (which could not be
considered optimistic) shows that
they have outlined market condit-
fons fairly accurately, The situat-
ion today continues fundamently
unchanged.

Fox furs are still an unpopular
article " in U. 8. A. and European
countries are unable to finance
their requirements. Extensive pro-
motional work on fox fur is being
carrled out in U. 8, A. and some
prediot that the American trade
may soon be using fox in larger
quantity, Our Marketing Depart-
ment contemplates operating this
season under the Agricultural Pro-
duct Cooperative Marketing - Act.
While as yet no agreument has
has been completed between our
Marketing Deparinent and the

Department of Agriculture, negot-
fations for such an agreement have
been proceeding for some time
past, and we expect an agreement
will be completed shortly. We
will advise you in regard to our
Marketing facilities for fox pelts
this season as soon as agreements
are completed and full information
available.

PELTING: In view of present
market conditions and immediate

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The Red-winged Blackbird

This bird is “tolerably common”
in New Brunswick, where it breeds,
and it is present in Nova Scotia
where it is referred to as the East-
ern Red-wing. In this Province it
is locai, and not too abundant. It
-had disappeared from the Baat
Lake region by 16¢8, though it was
plentiful 25 years previously, (J.
Frank Sterns). Mr. Harold Mess-
ervy noticed some Redwings build-
ing in a swamp at Southport in the
years 1933-4. -The writer has also
noticed these birds in the same
locality. Any other observations of
recent date will be very acceptable,

The FRed-winged Blackbird is
from its beautiful coloring an ob-
ject of interest in the bird-watcher
but he has little to recommend it
to the farmer! An early migrant it
resorts to the marshes and builds
‘i’s nest attaching it to the cat-
tails, reeds, and rushes. Four to
five pale blue eggs, curiously
marked with purplish brown, are
deposited and the parents settle
down till the young are able to fly'
strongly about the middle of July
or s0. Up to this tine both old and
young feed almost entirely om
aquatic insects, such as the larvae
of water beetles and dragon flies.
Now in flocks they resort to the
grain-fields where, like the grack-
les, they do much damage, espec-
ially to oats which seem to be pre-
ferred before any other grain,
After the grain is harvested they
return to the marshes till the first
frosts warn them to set out for the
sunny south, Perhaps the only
good trait they have is that they
do not interfere with he eggs and
young of other birds. However I
have heard, on most reliable auth-
crity, that they can, and do, pro-
tect their own nestlings from the
Grackles.

Red-winged Blackbird AOU 488.
Local, not rare, 1949. Male, spring
and summer; black with the lesser
wing coverts bright scarlet, and
the middle wing coverts buffy, or
buffy white. Bill sharp and point-
ed. Female smaller, brownish black
above, and heavily streaked below;
pale streaks on the head tend to
form median and superciliary
stripes. Immature birds dusky
brown, but with the red shoulders
of the male. Male 95 inches long,
fanale 8.0 inches.

Virtues of Curled Dock

Matters have been all quiet om
the botanic front of late, so it was
a pleasure to have a message, the
other evening, asking about the
medicinal properties of the Com-
on Dock. That is the Curled Dock,
Rumex crispus, sometimes called
R. C. elongatus, because our part-
fcular plant has long seeds instead
of Glcbular ones.

It is the rToot that is sought after
ard made into a decoction against
“scours” in calves: this is said to
be very efficacious.

But Nickell's “Botanical Ready
Reference,” a book designed for
the use of druggists and medical
men, recommends the root as ale
ternative, producing a satisfactory
charge as a “blood purifier”; it is
a tonic, permanently strengthen-
ing the system; it is an astringent,
binding, austere, and having power
%o contract the tissues, which
makes for success with the calves!
And finally it is anti-scorbutid,
curing or preventing scurvy, etc.

There are other species of Dock
on the Island, but the roots of all
are similar in usefulness. It is
quite possible that further re=
search will reveal emore potent re-
medies among the docks.

A Note on Navy Beans

About 25 years ago I bought
sune dried Navy PBeans at the lo-
cal store. I do not like the Bboston
Beans baked with molasses, so I
boiled the Navy Beans into a kind
of stew with left-over diced meat.
This was so satisfactory that I
sowed a little of the bean seed the
following spring. Most of the
beans did not mature: perhaps
they were accustomed to a more
southern region. By persevering in
the experiment, they have be-
come acclimatized and bear good

crops.

These Navy Beans I find
are also called “White Pea
Beans,” and read that
they are outstanding sources

of Vitamins Bl and G. That alone
makes them extremely valuable as
food. Vitamin Bl1, (Thiamin) pro-
motes nerve-health, appetite and
digestion, completes starch and
and sugar chemistry and burns up
fatigue acids. Vitamin G (Ribo-
flavin)  protects against ocataract
and prevents many skin diseases.
Lack of this vitamin lowers the
tone of the whole system, causes
falling halr, skin eruptions and eye
degenerations, and prevents bodily
growth.

These beans are also an out-,
standing source of minerals: rich'
in calcium, potassium, magnesium,
manganese, sulphur, copper, iron,
and phosphorus! More by good
luck than good management I had
selected a first class vegetable for
my experiments!

“Every bean has its black,” says
old Aesop, but in this case it is
figurative only. The pamphlet to
which I am indebted for much of

\
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the foregoing, states that Navy
Beans often cause allergic reactions
such as gas formation, and: dis-
tress after a meal in which they
figure. Most legumes, however, will
produce the same discomfort and
especially under improper cook-
ing. The remedy is to throw a
goood pinch of Baking Soda into
the boiling water in which the
beans are cooking. They gradually
swell to thrice their ordinary size,
and split cpen when cooked.

These beans may be cooked with
wmolasses, if prefervred. The writer
prefers onions, meat leftovers, fat,
pepper, and perhaps herbs, as ad-
ditions to the “stew.”

Navy Beans will keep almost in-
definitely! As I have a quantity
left over from the 1948 harvest, it
1s not likely that the 1849 crop will
be threshed out before the middle
of Decanber. At that time I shall
be glad to supply, gratis, a small
packet of bean ‘seed to any reader
interested.

The Historian Tacitus (2)

Cali=
gula, who succeeded him, promised
to become a popular ruler, but g
few months after his accession he
t00k .an unknown sickness that
ruined his intellect, and he became
a bloodthirsty and licenticus man-
iac. He worshipped his horse, but
claimed to be a god himself and
expected public adoraticn. He was
murdered in A, D. 41, under cir-
cumstances not very clear, for
part of Tacitus's MS. has been
lost.
