- Statement

(Canadian Press Despatch’)

JPARIS, Jan, 11—Now that the pre-
liminary investigation has been fin-
ished in the case of Bolo Pasha,
who is accused of having been at the
heag of an organization for German
propaganda in France, and his ap-
pearance. “hefore. a caurt matrial has
been set for February 4th, his bro-
ther, Mgr. Bolo has published a long
letter which’ ‘apparently foreshadows
the line of: defence which may be
taken. Mgr. ‘Bolo says his brother
has- been accused oniy ny; two: Ger-
mans—Herr Haddit, in Switzrrland,
Adolph Pavenstedt, former head of a
New York banking house,#who gave
testimony in New York regarding Bo-
lo Pasha, which involved, the former
German -Ambassador. at  Washington,
Count von . Berntsorff. The letter
says: the German press denies the
existence .of- the telegrams reported
to have been sent from the United
States , on the strength: of which
Bolo Pasha was arpested.

The sum of 1,000,000 francs paid
by ‘the ex-Khedive of Egypt to Bolo
Pasha, the letter says, was in liqui-
dation of a debt.

“Several' years before the war,”
Mgr. Bolo writes, I placed with the
Behrens, Antwerp bankers, 10,000,000
franes which 1 drew  in New - York.
When the Germans entered Antwerp
I asked o neutral banker té prevent
the seizwre of this snm by the Ger-
mang, It thus passed from Antwerp
to Hamburg, thence to the Deutscho
bank, thence to the Pavenstedt bark.”

Mgr. Bolo concludes by saying that
his brother established - the reputa-
tion in Switzerland, Spain and Am-
erica of being an ardent patriot.
