MADNESS IN GERMANY ARMY

LONDON, April 21.—A ' despatch
from Lausanne, Switzerland, . dated
April 8 says that according to the
Suisse Nationale, Professor Gaupp, a
nerve specialist of Tubingan.hds heen
drawing attention to an alarming in-
crease in cases of madness in the Ge-.
man army.

At the commencement of the war,
he says, the state of nerves of the
troops  was better than could have
been hoped for, but even then num.
erous cases of over-excitement could
be observed, manifesting themselyog
in shape of insomnia and a ten-

dency to abnormal intoxication.
Since then, and especially since  the
French offensive of the middle ‘of

December, a very large number of
gaps have been caused by - nervous
and mental affectations, morbid ex-
citement and mervous provocation.
These breakdowns occur among the
unwounded, the explosion of a bomb
or the fate of a comrade being suffi-

cient to produce them.
The acute symptoms of these af-
fections, paralysis, convulsions, loss

of speech, delirium, or hallucinations
often disappear under careful  hos-
pital treatment, but in most " cales
reappear on the return of the men to
the front. The suggestion even of a
return to the front has  often been
sufficient to send men 'mad;
