ALLIES WERE DECEIVED.

LONDON, July 21.— According to
the military attache of a neutral
power who has just arrived from Ber-
lin, where he spent several years in
his official capacity, the effort which
the Germans are making on the east-
ern front is expected there to prove
the supreme deciding factor of the
war. No doubt is entertained in Ger-
man military quarters of its success.
All other military considerations, for
the time being, are being subordinat-
ed to the importance of giving Von
Hindenberg, who is in chief command,
an opportunity of striking a crushing
blow. Recent reports of the westward
movement of German forces were, ac-
cording to this informant, engineered
by Germany for the purpose of de-
ceiving her enemies, and at the time
when the report came from Holland
and Switzerland that a German of-
fensive was being prepared in the
west, the German line induced to the
minimum strength considered necess-
ary for defense.

“If ever the figures become known,”
says the attache, “the world will be
surprised.”

The German plan of campaign on
the eastern front is admitted by the
British military writers to be on a
vaster front than anything vet at-
tempted in the war. Along the whole
front from the Baltic to Roumania,
not far short of 1,00 miles. German
and Austrian armies are in motion
with the object of encircling the Rus-
sian armies and compelling a surrend-
er in comparison with which Sedan
would be a small affair, or if this
prime object should not be obtained,
of compelling the evacuation of Po-
land on the one side and Belgium and
a part of France on the other, the
Kaiser's baosts that the war would
be over by October might not be ful-
filled but Germany would not he ful-
tion to offer terms of peace that
would have the appearance of mag-
nanimity.

Incidentally, it may be mentioned
that were the United States forced to
belligerent action, as, according to
some theorists is Germany’s desire
the reasons for making peace pro:
posals which might he satisfactory to
some of the Allies would be all the
stronger from the German point  of
view,

In this connection 4 noteworthy
suggestion was contained in a  com-
munication from the military corres-
pondent of the Manchester Guardian,
who after discussing the change  in
the plans of the German staff, whose
orthodox principle at the beginning of
the war was that France must be
dealth with first and Russia second,
always with the idea that, if things
went ill, a treaty could be patched up
with Russia, says:.

“The argnments for making Russia
the chief object of attack were
strengthened by the Austrian defeat
by the uncertainty of what the Bat-
kan States would do, and by the be-
ginning of the operations in the Dar-
danelles, which threatened Germany
on a side which in a military sense
is the most venurable side— Austria—
and on which politically she is most
sensitive. No doubt there is a strong
party in Germany to the annexation
of Belgium, hut nothing con reconcile
Germany to the fall of Constantinople,
“At Antwerp she looks out to
rivalry with this country, and a re-
newal of the war later, even if she
would win this. In her power at
Constantinople she has and India of
her own. It must never he foregotten
dhat this war is in its origin and in
its motives a war for the reversion
of Turkey. It has other motives, no
doubt, but these are, after all, only
secondary,

GERMANS WOULD LIKE THE CON-
FLICT TO END AT ONCE.
BERLIN, July 20.—(Staff Corres-
pondence New York Times)—There
are many indications that Germany is
fast ripening toward “peace with hon-
or and safety”—on her own terms—
although one would probably never
suspect it if he confined himself to
reading the German papers unless he
read very carefully hetween the lines
of certain inspired articles and semi-
official statements.
Sounding public opinion personally
—the only satisfactory way of geotting
information here—I find that next to
“American ammunition” the question
most frequently asked me by Germans
is “When are we going to have
peace?” “How long is it going to
last?”  Often the hopes of an early—
and favorable—peace is veiled in the
volunteered remark “It can’t last a
long whila yet.”
These spontancous opinions and
questions ahout the probable dura
ton of the war I encounter chiefly i
talking with working men and wo-
nien, small shop keepers, emplove .,
e When you seek your scurces
of inform:ticn highe up thy social
scale, yvou yourself have .to do the
questioning, and the higher you g0
the more persistent you mus® bo in
order to turn the conversation into
peace channels. Under the surface re-
ticence, however, you discove that
big business men, and even members
of the nilitary caste are doing some
hard thinking—and in not a fow cases
constructive speculating—on the sub
ject of peace. You get ihe impres
sion from your investigativns that the
dove of peace will get a great ovation
any time it turns up, always provided
that it's a pro-German dove, bearing
in its bill not only an olive twig but a
fat indemnity, choice colonies, chunk
of France, Russia and Belgium. Tt
cannot beput too strongly that while
not only the masses, but the classes
as well, are eagerly looking forward
to a return to the normal condition of
peace, it must, according to the pre
sent temper of the German people, be
a peace favorable to Germany, with
Germany the principal judge in pro
nouncing on its quality.
Notwithstanding the sub-surface
peace talk, there is not the slightest
evidence that Germany is willing to
quit either now or in the immediate
future, 1T have never met a German
in the past seven months who hasg
even hinted at the possibility of quit
ting. All seem to be sincerely and
even fervently trying to live up to
the home “Hinderbergian motto to
“hold out” until the strongest nerves
win and Germany can dictate the
much-desired peace either wholly or
in large part. To the well-disciplin
ed German public opinion, a peace
that would leave Germany in the
“statu quo ante bellum” is quite un-
thinkable.
To repeat that all Germans with
whom I have talked never doubt that
Germany will win in the end is a work
of superogation, but there are soms
interesting and significant differences
of opiniop as to the completeness of
the victory and the time, when and
way in which this will come about.
The military men are invariably and
quite honestly modest on the subject,
As typical of the feeling among the
officers, I quote the remark of ‘one of
the most brilliant of the younger of
ficers on the General Staff: “Germany
can never be conquered.”
Many non-fighters consider that
Germany has already won the war,
and that it is merely a matter of hang
ing on to what they already have in
order to “cash in" at the peace nego-
tiatons “which must come some time.”
The hope is frequently expressed that
France will soon see “the hpeless.
