Letter Claims Roehm
Supervised Setting
Of Reichstag Fire

ICH, Jan. 13 — (AP) — A
copy of a_ letter written to Mar-
shal von Hindenburg by a storm
trooper fleeing the Hitler blood
urge declares that Capt. Ernest
ehm, notorious head of the
Storm Troopers, supervised setting
fire to the Reichstag in February,

983.

Allied intelligence officers, dis-
¢tlosing contents of the letter to-
day, said it was written by Ernst
Kruse, who described himself as
the last survivor of 22 storm troop-
ers who fired the parllament
building.

Kruse wrote to von Hindenburg
from Switzerland July 18, 1934,
less than three weeks after the
purge in which Roehm lost his life.
He declared Marinus Van Der
Lubbe, convicted of setting fire to
the Reichstag, was actudlly a
“madly ambitious” member of
Roehm'’s staff.

The Nazis charged that Van Der
Lubbe was a Communist, and he
was beheaded Jan. 10, 1934, on
conviction of high treason and
arson in comnection with the fire.
Allled intelligence officers who
have searched vainly for Kruse
point out that the Gestapo had
ample time to run him down after
he wrote,
The letter declared Roehm or-
dered Van Der Lubbe to climb
into the Relchstag alone and set
fire to the = anterooms. Without
Van Der Lubbe's knowledge, the
letter added, the main body of ar-
sonists headed by Roehm was to
set the main hall ablaze,

“We nssembled in the cellar of
the palace of the president of the
RelcRstsg (Goering)”, the  letter
said. Each member of the party
had sacks containing a “light pow-
der and a roll of celluloid 5trl‘)s.
The sacks were placed in deslig-
nated places and the strips were un-
rolled toward the cellar’s exits

Dictator Is Suicide

Conti garrotted himself with his
shirt 20 days before Dr. Robert
Ley, Nazi labor boss, took his own
life in a nearby cell’ block. Both
were buried in the same ceme-
tery. Conti’s grave was marked
erroneously, identifying him as an
Italian and adding only his ab-
breviated name “L. Conti.”

The stocky 8.S. gruppenfuehrer
had served directlv under Her-
mann  Goering, Wilhelm Frick
and Helnrich Himmler as chief of
reich health. He was to have
heen a prosecution witnebs against
Frick in the war crimes trial.

An American_soldier serving in
the jail last October said Contl,
in a fit of despondency, climbed
on a chair, tied a shirt sleeve
arcimd his neck, fastened the shirt
to one of six metal svikes stuck in
the wall around the window of
his solitary cell and then slump-
ed off the chair.

Conti advocated “guinea pig"
experimentation. with human be-
ings. His career was a mixture of
fanatical politics and wierd scien-
tific 'whims. A rightest radical
while he was a college student in
1918, Conti established ‘the anti-
Semitic Kampfbund and . early
joined Hitler’s Nazi movemen:.
Born in Lugano, Switzerland, of
Itallan-Swiss hereditv, Conti led
the medical wing of the cult of
the so-called Nordic supermen and
Aryan supremacy.

utch Apple Cake requires two
cups of flour, three teaspoons of
baking powder, one egg, one large
or two medium apples, 1-2 tea-
spoon of salt, 1-4 cug
2-3 cup of milk, two tablespoons of
sugar, 1-4 teaspoon of cinnamon,
Mix and sift the dry ingrcdients
except the sugar and cinnamon.
Cut or rub in the butter, add the
milk and beaten egg gradually.
Spread 1-2 inch thick on a shallow
buttered pan. Pare, cut the apples
in sections lengthwise, and set in
dough: sprinkle the top with sug-
ar and cinnamon, bake in a hot
oven, 400 degrees fahrenheit, 25 to
30 minutes. Serve with cream.
If you peeled your apples. save
the parings and cores, cook them
in about two cups of water until
they are well broken down, strain
through a sieve or damp cheese
cloth, and use the liquid to make
a sauce to serve with the Dutch
Apple Cake. Add a little lemon,
sugar, a pinch of salt and thicken
to a desired consistency.
