Out
of a total strength of roughly 40,-
000 men, the reserves drew 7,092
out for two weeks training in
camps across the country last
year. This year they expect 11.000.
Ccommand camps will be conducted
{21 each of the five army com-
mands but Ontario and Qucbec
camps will probably be the busi-
est,

OTTAWA, May 2—Canadian ex-
ports for the first three months
of this year are down from a year
4go.

‘The Bureau of Statistics report-
ed today that value of exports to
all countries for the first quarter
was $658,800,000, compared with
$672,000,000 in 1948.

However, value of goods sent to
the United States increased dur-
ing that period by 105 per cent
to  $345,150,000 compared with
$312,333,000 a year ago. -

The over-all decline was the re-
sult of a lower volyme of goods
stnt to the United Kingdom and
Europe during January, February
and March.

Canada’s total domestic exports
during March were valued at
$216.800,000 compared with $228,«
400,000 in the same month a year

A spokescnan at the federal elect-

lor will be mailed temorrow to 'the
200 returning officers across Can-
ada.

The writs are dated last Saturday
April 30—representing the day on
which the 20th parliament was of-
ficlally dissolved. That day is also
the key date for establishing resid-
ence in a particular constituéncy
in order to have'a vote there.

The writ confirms instructions
which were sent to returming of-
ficers by telegram Saturday advis-
ing them what to do and when to
do it in preparation for the elect-
fon.

Hon. C: D. Howe, Canadian trade
minister, to encourage colonial. and
other Commonwealth countries to
ship raw materials to Canada as
a means of balancing trade between
Canada and the sterling area.

“Therefore, I hope that this same
drive for exports to Canada and to
the dollar area from colonial and
other Commonwealth areas will
be made comparable with the drive
for exports of the United King-
dom jtself.”

Mr. How sald he realized there
were obstacles such as supply
shortages and divergent price
levels, yet opportunities might be
lost for all time should the Cana-
dlan market be left to other sup-
pliers until the period of shortages
had passed.

pressed belief tonight the Soviet
Union wants to shelve the-cold war
with the aim of easing east-west
economic barriers as well as end-
ing the Berlin blockade. They say
the Russians hope ta do this withe
out sacrificing long-range Coms
munist political objectives.

These sources, who have deall
with Russia continuously since the
end of the war, said that besided
ending the Berlin blockade’ Ruul_ﬂ
probably would make the follows
ing concessions:

1. Agree .to virtually any
proposal the West makes on
Germany in order td gain entry
to the West and get a central
German government which
they might be able to influence.

2, Open Eastern Europe to
Western trade, lifting at least
the economic iron curtain.

A top American source expressed
ed it this way:

“Russia has lost the battle fod
Berlin. She has asked for a truce,
This truce {s needed to regroup her
forces and launch a new attack
with new methods. Her aims have ¢
not changed but her tactics have, .*
