New President
: Faces Difficulties

(Canadian Press)

PEKING, Feb. 6. —Marshal
Tsao Kun has now occupied the
presidential palace for three
months, but so far he has little to
show for himself in the way of
cabinet building. China is still,
as she has been for a considerable
period, a country with a govern-
ment that does not govern.
Wu Pei-fu and many of his as-
sociates have been carrying on a
campaign for parliamentary dis-
bandment, but the principal ob-
stacles to this  ig that, if evicted
from Peking, the Chinese politi-
cians would go elsewhere and an-
nounce to the world that they were
the only original, legal and respon-
sible rulers of the country, as
they have done before. This is
regarded as not a great danger, as
no one wants them badly enough
to pay them. Sun Yat Sen and
Lu Yunghsfang have already said
that they will not have them and
one cannot imagine Chang Tso Fin
/|the Manchurian chieftain burden-
ing himself with such a burlesque
troupe.
By far the greater danger is that
with the present parliament out of
/|{the way, Tsao Kun, who is very
keen on being a  ‘“constitutional”
president, would not be able to
have a new one elected from a
sufficient number of provinceg to
make a showing.
Deadlock over the premiership
continues. The president’s legal
advisers have suggested that he
ignore parliament and appoint Dr.
Sun Yat Sen a sort of acting prem-
fer, but the ' proposal has met
with strenuous opposition from
other sources and it is doubtfal
whether Dr. Sun would accept the
appointment were it offered to
him
