HEAVY REBEL

Battle Waged On Eb-
ro River Front.

HENDAYE, France, Aug. 21—
(AP)—The Spanish Government

reported today its army, holding

‘a salient on the west bank of the
Ebro River, was beating off a
heavy Insurgent drive in south-

ern Catalonia,

Dispatches from Barcelona said
Government lines were standing
intact on the third day of In-
surgent General Franco's big of-
fensive angd inflicting heavy cas-

ualties despite batterings by In-
surgent guns and airplar-s,
Insurgents, however, said

Franco's infantry, with the aidof
tanks and armored cars, broke
through the Government's first
lines in the lower Ebro Valley
and imperilled eight Government
divisions with isolation from their
bases.
