Dismissed.

OTTAWA, Aug. 26.—Farther ten-
sion has been created in the capital
on the Bilingual Question by the an-
nouncement to-day of the dismissal
of the Rev. Dr. Sherry from the teach-
ing staff of the Ottawa University.
The Rev. Father Charlebois, of the
Oblate Order, under whose direction
the college is run, last evening in-
formed him that his services would
be no longer required. Dr. Sherry,
who has been on the University teach-
ing staff for thirteen years, and one
of the best known of the clergy in the
diocese of Ottawa, is the last of a
long list of English-speaking profes-
sors to be released from the Univer-
sity, Five or six years ago sixteen
of the forty members of the staff of
the Ottawa University were English-
speaking. Now the 'indications point
that only two English-speaking pro-

fessors, the Rev. Fathers Killlan and
Healey, will be left, making the Uni-
versity practically a French one. It
is alleged that the Rev. Father Char-
lebois in announcing to Dr. Sherry
the fact of his removal, intimated
that in the clash which has occurred
between the French and English-
speaking sections on the Bilingual
Question that it was deemed advis-
able to replace some of the. English-
speaking professors by teachers in
sympathy with the propaganda now
being carried out. Feeling is running
high in Irish Catholic circles over the
incident. Among the younger ele-
ment of the Irish Catholics there is
considerable feeling over the depar-
ture of the Rev. Father Stanton, who,
as a champion of manly sport, is well
known all over the Continent of Amer-
ic. Rey. Father Mychel Murphy,
professor of mathematics, has also
been informed of his removal.,

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CANADIAN OBLIGATIONS

PROVIDED FOR

(From our own correspondent)

OTTAWA, Aug. 26.—Despite the

difficulties which have been in the
way of large financing during the
past year, it is learned here that all
the Canadian provincial and muni-
cipal obligations afloat in London at
the outbreak of the war have been
provided for. The main portion in-
deed have been actually paid off. This
gratifying record is looked upon-here
as another proof of great strength of
Canadian municipal and provincial
credit in London.
The only serious difficulty which oc-
curred this summer was a temporary
default on treasury bills of the City
of Prince Rupert, amounting to
£280,000, and maturing last June. The
Imperial Treasury Board rather un.
expectedly resolved not to sanction a
renewal of more than six months and
hence the default. The matter was
taken up by the Canadian Govern-
ment, with the result that the British
authorities agreed to a longer renew-
al and it is announced that the whole
transaction has now been regular-
Part of the loan was, it is un-
derstood, liquidated with funds raised
in the United States.

WHITE STAR CO.'S STATEMENT.

LONDON, Aug. 24—The managers
of the White Star Line at Liverpool

NEW YORK, Aug. 24.—If it was due
to the action of a German submarine
that American citizens lost their lives
in the torpedoing of the steamship
Arabic, such action was contrary to
the intentions of the German Govern-
ment, according to official advices re-
ceived to-day by the German Ambassa-
dor from Berlin and telegraphed by
him to Washington.

It was also said in the communica-
tion that the German Government will
deeply regret such a loss of life, and
would tender the sincerest sympathies
to the American Government.

The text of the matter given out by
Count Von Bernstorff read as follows:

‘“The German Ambassador received
the following instructions from Berlin
which he communicated to the Depart-
ment of State: A
‘“ So for no official information avail-
able concerning the sinking of the
Arabic. The German Government
trusts that the American Government
will not take a definite stand at the
hearing of only the reports of one
side which, in the opinion of the Im-
perial Government, cannot correspond
with the facts, but that a chance will
be given to Germany to be heard
equally.

ENGINEER FALLS
UNDER TRAIN, HEAD
SEVERED FROM BODY.

HARTLAND, Aug. 23— A shock-
ing accident occurred at the lower
end of the railway yard here at 10.30
this morning.

;had just arrived and the engineer,
Jack Keezer, left his engine to get
this pay check cashed at the Bank of
Montreal.

SUMMARY
OF WAR
SITUATION

(Special to the Guardian.)

LONDON, Aug. 26.—An official re-
port of recent operations in Gallipoli
Peninsula issued to-night set at rest
rumours which have been in circula-
tion for several days, crediting British
troops with having either cut off or
outflanked Turkish forces opposed to
tfem. The report states that while
the ground gained is of great value
the true objectives have not been
reached. In the first attacks early in
the month the Australians and New
Zealanders reached the summits of
Srai Bahr and Chanak Bahr, command-
ing positions on the west coast of the
Peninsula, but through failure of a
new landing party at Suvla Bay to
make the progress expected, the troops
from the Dominions were compelled to
fall back. Another attack was made
last Saturday, but on this occasion,
having lost the advantage of a sur-
prise the British could not reach the
summit and were compelled to retire
again. The report admits heavy
British losses, but adds that those of
the Turks must have been heavier.
Altogether the British hold a front of
twelve mlles along the west side of
the peninsula and at some points have
penetrated a considerable distance
into the interior. The Turks are
making a very stubborn defence of
their positons, but the Allies have con-
fidence that with strong forces at their
command and the assistance of the
fleet the Dardanelles will be forced
before the arrival of unfavourable
weather, which is due towards the
end of September.
Weather conditions also are play-
ing a part in the operations on the
Eastern front. It is reported that the
roads in Courtland are softening al-
ready, the result of continued rains,
and that the Germans are finding it
.more difficult to move forward their
artillery. They are still trying, how-
ever, to force back the Russians who
are holding the line between the
Rivers Assa and Dvnia and claim to
‘have been successful at one point at
least. General Echorn, who captured
Kovno, is advancing Eastward, ac-
cording to Berlin while progress is
reported by each of the five armies
which are marching on Brest Litovsk.
One of these armies, that on the
Southwest front, is said to have brok-
,en through one of the advanced posi-
tions of the fortress. General
Jchorn’s plan is to march rapidly on
Vilna and after occupying that town
to attempt an advance on Miak, thus
placing the army on the Russianl line
of retreat from the Bug, while Field
Marshal Von McKenzen and Prince
.eopold of Bavaria continue their ef-
forts to envelope Brest-Litovsk. As
Grand Duke Nicholas still has several
lines of railroad open to him and as
his rear-guard heretofore have shown
their ability to hold off the Austro-
Germans until their retirement was
effected, military writers here do not
believe this plan will succeed.
The only event of importance re-
ported from the Western frontier is
the recapture by Germans of a por-
tion of trenches they lost to the
French in the Vosges. Elsewhere it
has been only a repetition of artillery,
hand grenade and mine fighting.

RUSSIAN STORY

Land at Pernau

(Special to the Guardian.)
PETROGRAD, via London, Aug. 25.
—A vivid story of a German effort to
land troops in- Pernau, in the north-
east corner of the Gulf of Riga, is told
by a Russian official from Pernau, who
has reached here. * On the evening of
the 19th, at 6 o’clock, while the elite
of the 50,000 people of the city were
assembled in the naval park listening
to a band concert, a policeman order-
ed them to disperse. Then it was
noticed that a German ship was off
shore far away toward the horizon.
She remained for some time making
observations, It appeared later that
the Russians had signalled the ship
to halt, not knowing her nationality,
and that such signals remained un-
answered. People did not become
alarmed until cannonading was heard
at sea during the night. At ten in
the evening the smoke of seven Ger-
man ships became visible. Three of
them seemed to be light cruisers and
four others large transports. Soon
the Russian batteries on shore orhned
fire on the German squadron. The
German ships replied, and a continu-
ous roar of guns' from both sides
coalesced into a mighty -chaos of
sounds. The German ships were three
miles away, being unable to come
nearer on account of the shallow
water. Their fire was ipnaccurate.
Nobody in Pernau was killed, but a
few persons in Oretels lost their lives.
The railway lines were slightly dam-
aged but quickly repaired. The Ger-
mans fired uninterruptedly from
-eleven o’clock - in the evening until
three in the afternoon. Panic seized
the population. People of all classes
rushed for the railroad stations and
many were carried away on crowded
trains, passengers occupying even
the roofs of cars. The train moved
slowly through the suburbs and pas-
sengers climbed aboard as it passed.
From the cars there were seen the
hulls of three German transports
which the Russian artillery had crippl-
ed, the Russian fire having been ac-
curate. Upon the repulse of the Ger-
man squadron the train returned,
bringing the people and telegraph
officials, Anether report says the Rus-
sians captured German transports and
sloops carrying a landing force and
sunk two torpedo boats.

batteries, a story that caused great

On the heels of this story came a
French official statement telling of
great British gains on land and the
sinking of a Turkish transport by a
French aviator. Although all this
proves that terrible fighting has been
taking place on Gallipoli Peninsula
recently, the British War Office and
Admiralty made no official statement,
but a report from General Sir lan
Hamilton is expected at any moment.
Other stories from Athens, stating
that the Turkish capital is overflowing
with wounded and that every hospital
and every spare public building in the
city is filled and ships in the harbour
are being used as refuges for the
wounded, testify to the desperate char-
acter of the struggle.

owing to her being aground, gave or-
ders for the crew to abandon her.
While the men were in the water they
were fired upon by machine guns and
with shrapnel.

“One of the Danish torpedo boats im-
mediately lowered her boat, and
steamed between the submarine and
the German destroyers, who therefore
had to cease fire and withdraw.”
