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Before His Honour Judge McLeod
at the Sumerside Court yesterday the
investigation was begun into charges
which have been laid by the P.E.

SUMMARY OF THE S.TUATION

The general expectation that the re-
treating German armies would make
an attempt to stem the tide of their
rapid ° retreat was confirmed by a
despatch received yesterday, in which
it was stated officially at Paris that
the German army was fighting a de-
fensive battle along its front from
Noyon to a point north of Verdun.
This would indicate that the retiring
Germans were so hard presssed that
they found it imperative, to avoid
utter disaster, to give battle at a time
when clearly it was unsuited to them,
as having-evacuated Rheims, accord-
ing to military experts, the key of the
situation, it is considered they might
as well get back over the border and
confess fajlure.

The British and French aviators ran
daring risks following the movements
of the German army, but they suc-
ceeded in gathering the information
that the Germans had erected field
works at various places along the
northern plateau beyond Rheims. It
is evidently here that the defensive
action announced is being fought.

It is understood they left several
corps on their western wing and on
their centre, with the desperate task
of holding these lines so as to prevent
their pursuers from harassing the bulk
of the German army which, in the
meantime, is making quickly for the
frontier.

Following upon the above message
came another later in the afternoon,
an official announcement from London,
containing the gratifying information
that the situation’ continues favour-
able to the Allies, the Germans were
slowly drawing back, and that several
attacks by the enemy had been re-
pulsed, heavy losses being inflicted on
them. The British, it was also re-
ported, had captured 200 prisoners in
the course .of this fighting.

Threre are reports that a naval battle
is raging in the Baltic, in which a
large German fleet is engaged. This
report emanates from Berlin, but the
British Press Bureau has no confirma-
tion of it. If the report is true, pre-
sumably it is the Russian navy the
enemy’s ships are contending against.
The outcome of this fight will be
j.anxiously awaited.

GENERAL JOFFRE
DESERVES GREAT PRAISE
FOR VICTORY.

LONDON, Sept. 15.—The Paris cor-
respondent of the Daily Mail, explain-
ing General Joffre’'s success, says:

‘“The reward of praise must be
chiefly Joffre’s. It was not always
kindly that the namc of Joffre was
mentioned during the retreat from the
frontier, though the chorus of praise
now would make one think that con-
fidence had never wavered. He has
had the courage to expose himself to
the danger of contempt and the criti-
cism of his coursé, to realise his plan
for final victory. General Joffre
recently said:

*“ ‘There are two methods of making
war, one is to employ troops in masses,

order., The former is the Gorman
method. It is immensely costly in life,
but they can afford it for two reasons,
the immense superiority in numbers
and the fact that their men are disci-
plined to mechanical obedience, that
they fight but when closely held to-
gether, under the personal command
of their officers.

““ ‘ The extended order is used by the
I'rench army. The French soldier does
not fight well wedged together, and he
becomes impatient under constant com-
mand and mechanical discipline.

“’One thing is certain. In the open
country I cannot meet troops in a
mass and of greatly superior numbers
with extended troops.

“‘To have the best chances for suc-
cess I must fight in such a position
that the battlefield is limited to the
strong fortresses which will support
the extended lines of the French, and
by limiting the front will hamper the
movement of the Germans.’

* This is what Joffre has done, re-
tired to the narrowest part of France
hetween Paris and Verdun.

HOLLAND MUST REMAIN NEUTRAL
THE HAGUE, via London, 'Sep-
tember 16.--The States General was
opened yesterday. Queen Wilhelmina,
in the speech from the throne, em¢
phasized the necessity of the Nether-
lands maintaining the strictest neu-
trality in the war, upon which she
intimated the national existence de-
pended.
After referring to the satisfactory
mobilization of the Netherlands army
and navy and the pity she felt for
the fate of the nations drawn into
this war, the Queen continued:
‘““Holland is bearing with a good
heart the extraordinary burdens im-
posed upon her, and she is receiving
with open arms all unhappy people
seeking refuge within her frontiers,'’

CAPTURED GERMAN GENERAL.
TLONDON, Sept. 16.—A despatch to
the Exchange Telegraph Company
from Bordeaux says that the German
officer who attempeed to commit sui-
cide when ordered to retreat, and who
later was taken prisoner by the
I'rench, is General Frieze.

MASTERS OF VERDUN VALLEY.

LONDON, Paris 16.—A Paris de-
spatch says that the relief of Fort
Troyon is likely to have an important
bearing on the fate of the German
army, as the Germans were investing
Fort Troyon and neighboring forts be-
tween Toul and Verdun, with the ob-
ject of opening a way of retreat on
their left.

The failure of this plan means that
the French are masters of the valley
from Toul to Verdun, therefore the
armies of the Crown Prince Frederick
William and the Duke of Wurtemburg
will be unable to cross the Meuse, but
will have to go farther north and at-
tempt to pass by the Stenay Gap.”

JAPS AERO BOMBING

PARIS, Sept. 16.—It is officially an-
nounced that a Japanese aeroplane
dropped bombs on the barracks of the
Germans at Tsing Tau and that the
machine returned safely to its head-
quarters.
