AUTOMOBILES AND ROADS.

Over the interna-
tional boundary, in the State of
Maine, the farmers know otherwise,
and are unanimous in their appreci-
ation of what good roads mean to
them and theirs. Conspicuous ex-
ample of what good roads mean to
rural people are now coming from
other parts of the United States. In

In 1908 this road was im-
proved, and, although the farmer
| fought the improvement, he has
I'since refused $3,000 for his farm.

The purchaser re-
fused the contract, however, and the
owner threatened to sue him. After
| the road improvement and without
any improvement upon the land, the
isame farm was cold to the original
(purchaser for $9,000. In Jackson,

" ., former Commander in Chief of the
1

nited States Army now retired, who

been making personal abserva-
tions of the war in the Balkans, was
born at Westminister, Mass., Aug. 8,
1839, In his youth he clerked in a
store in Boston. At the beginning of
the civil war he enlisted as a volun-
teer and shortly, afterward lieuten-
ant colonel of the Sixty-first New
York Volunteers. At the age of 22
he becgme colonel of his regiment.
He was wounded three times and was
present at all the important engage-
ments in the campaign of the Army
of the Potomac up to the surrender
of Gen. Lee at Appomattox. After
the war Gen. Miles entered the regul-
ar army as colonel, In 1871 he mar-
ried the daughter of Gen. William T.
Sherman.  After his marriage Gen.
Miles was stationed on the western
frontier, where he made a great re-
putation in campaigns against the In-
dians. He was commissioned brigad-
ier-general in 1880, and upon the re-
tirement of Gen. Schofield in 1895 he
became the head of the United States
army, being the first officer who en-
listed as a  volunteer soldier to at-
tain that honor. In 1903 Gen. Miles

was retired from active service with
the rank of lieutenant-general.

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YACHTING.

The first international yacht race
to establish title to the ‘* America’s
Cup’’ was held forty-three years ago
today over the New York Yacht
Club’s course and resulted in a vic-
tory for the American cutter Magic,
97 tons, over the English schooner
Cambria, 22 tons. The trophy was
offered by the British Yacht Squad-
ron, when the schooner America vis-
ited England in 1851, and came to
ne called ‘“America’s Cup’’ by reason
of the victory of the Yankee craft
over all the pleasure boats of Eng-
land in & race around the Isle of
Wight. The America was built in Bos-
ton and was of 170 tons, By deed of
gift of the owners of the winner, the
trophy was presented to the New
York Yacht Club and constituted a
chalange cup for the yachts of all
nations. The first race under this
deed of gift was that of August 8,
1870, when the big Cambria was bad-
ly beaten by the little Magic. In the
following year the British schooner
Livoria, 280 tons, tried for the cup
against the American schooners Col-
umbia and Sappho, the former of 220
and the latter of 310 tons, and the
English craft was defeated if four
