TRIAL ADVISER 1S CREDITED
WITH GREAT POWER

There is one class of British civil
servant about whom the public
rarely hears. They are the perma-
nent under-secretaries of the vari-
ous Ministries. They coach their
political bosses on policy, speeches
and articles—sometimes they write
them—and are ever ready to furn-
ish data on the most odbscure and
complicated subjects. A crisis often
pushes them into public view with
tokens of their superlative value.
They disappear with the ecrisis, but
their work goes on behind the
scenes, more important, more for-
midable than ever.

It was thus with Sir, Robert Van-
sittart, who had been permanent
under-cscretary at the Foreign Of-
fice when the Eden crisis of Jan-
uary, 1938, made him prominent,
until he found seclusion as chief
diplomatic adviser, first to the
Prime Minister and then to Lord
Halifax, the Foreign Secretary.

Now with a war on, another per-
manent under-secretary has emerg-
ed from his laborious, thankless
obscurity, Sir Horace Wilson, for-
merly as such in the Ministry of
Labor, will now be very much heard
from, the London papers say, as
Chief T'adustrial Adviser to the gov=
ernment responsible for the ad-
ministration and enforcement of
the new all conscription policy

The Sunday Express of London,
the first paper to exploit him while
still in process of emergence, calls
him “The unknown man. who rules
and adds: “He lies con-
cealed in the ranks of the civil ser-
vice.
