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Liberal Budget Guesses

Premier Macdonald, over in Nova Scotia, has
budgeted for a deficit. His party organ, the
Halifax Chronicle, expresses the belief that
the Premier’s estimate will prove incorrect but
says it is just as well to guess “on the safe side.”

The “safe side” of Liberal budgeting is
pretty hard to find. Premier Campbell,
for example, budgeted for a $63,288 de-
ficit and came out with a $120,174 deficit on
current account, a $351,798 increase in liabilities
and a total debt increase in two and one-half
years of nearly a million dollars. To implement
his election pledge he will not only have to bal-
ance this year’s budget, but produce a surplus
sufficient to of fset all his deficits plus the extra
taxation he imposed; for he gave the specific
assurance in 1935 that the budget “could and
most be balanced” annually with the then exist-
ing revenue, without a cent of additional taxes
or the curtailment of any necessary public ser-
vice.

Now that the Legislature is about to meet,
interest will focus on this potential achievement
in budget balancing. We can imagine the anxiety
with which the Government’s supporters are
awaiting the issue; for many of them, according
to the Liberal organ in 1935, had stated that
they would “never run again” if this vital plank
in the Liberal platform and manifesto proved
a washout. Our contemporary was remiss in not
publishing the names of these members who
thus demonstrated their sincerity, but doubt-
less they are known to their constituents and
from our recollection of Liberal —campaign
oratory in 1935 we would say that they com-
prise practically the whole “noble thirty.”

The Butter Problem

Why, in view of the serious butter situation
last year, the exchange dump duty was remov-
ed on New Zealand and Australian butter en-
tering Canada is one of the unexplained myster-
ies attending the phenomena at Ottawa known
as Liberal tariff tinkering.

An estimate of last year’s output shows that
the Prairies increased production by about 6,
000,000 pounds, Ontario by about 5,500,000
pounds, Quebec by about 4,500,000 pounds, and
the Maritimes by about 2,000,000 pounds. On
the other hand, there was no material change in
consumption figures over the preceding year,
when only 65,918 lbs. came into Canada from
other countries.

The Liberal contention is that last year’s im-
port of over five million pounds was a mere
“drop in the bucket,” and did not affect prices.

How can this be reconciled with the attitude
of Mr. A. E, MacLean, M. P. in the House of
Commons in 1933? Mr. MacLean on that oc-
casion complained of the “large quantity” of
butter imported in competition with Canadian
butter during the preceding thirteen months.
The amount was 527,000 pounds. -

If the importation of half a million pounds
was enough to worry Mr. MacLean when in
Opposition, how is one to account for his sil-
ence on the subject of last year's importation of
five and a quarter million pounds?

Granted that the problem of stabilizing but-
ter prices is not easy of solution, nothing is to
be gained by trumping up excuses for the in-
action of the King Government in face of last
year’s serious situation.

The Bennett Government showed its concern
for our dairymen in various ways. One of its
first measures was to give the home industry
adequate tariff protection,

Another Conservative measure was to bonus
cheese production,—a measure which the King
Government discontinued but which, in a reso-
lution sponsored by Mr. J. Walter Jones, M. L.
A., at a recent farmers’ meeting in Charlotte-
town, it is being urged to restore.

Still another evidence of Conservative in-
itiative was noted by Mr. Gordon W. Tovell,
secretary-treasurer of the Manitoba Coopera-
tive Dairies, in his report at the conference on
markets for Western farm products, held in
Winnipeg last December. ~ Mr. Tovell recalled
the unsuccessful efforts made to arrange any
voluntary plans for export when, in 1935, the
Bennett Government stepped in under the Na-
tural Products Marketing Act, and exported 6,-
508,338 pounds of creamery butter at a total
cost to the Government of $74,138, or 1.4 cents
per pound. With arrangements made for the
removal of this surplus, there was a gradual
and steady increase in prices. “This effort at
planned marketing,” said Mr. Tovell, “in com-
parison with conditions of the present year
(1938) was apparently successful and yet with-
out unfairness to the consumer.”

Those trade agreements gave
Canadian manufacturers a prefer-
ence in all British markets over
that of other countries. The Ben-
nett policies gave further assist-
ance in cheapening cost of produc-
ticn, to enable this increased ex-
port. Hence a greater output with
little or no increase in the unit
profits of the manufacturer,

Tariff duties have little influ-

ence on prices. The greater output
of agricultural (and in fact all
leading commodities) is from in-
ternationally controlled industries.
I know from experience that a
concern in the United States, sell-
ing products much below pricesin
Canada, places embargoes upon
their export to Canada, where they
are liable to undersell the auxil-
fary factories on this side of the
border. So that free entry would
not reduce Canadian prices.
My main clam is, that it s
wholly the operations of the Gov-
ernment that has Increased the
prices of farm machinery, for
which industries are unfairly blam-
ed. Those price increases can be
located easilv by any studious ec-
onomist. Let me cite a few.

By the American Trade Treaty
U. 8. builders have had opened to
them the Commonwealth markets,
on the same “preferential tariff”
as that secured to Canada by the
Bennett “Economic Conference.”
This enables exports of U. 8. im-
plements to British countries, dis-

lacing the export formerl{ held
y Canada’s factories. While im-
posing no sales tax directly on the
finished implement, they impose &
tax, increased to 8%, upon mach-
inery and much of the equipment
required in these factories. They
have Increased corporation, in-
come, and other taxes im|
upon Indlustries, salaried officials
and artisans, employed in indust-
ries. They have compelled by high-
er cost of living an advanced wage
scale and production. As pointed
out in my former letter these in-
creases are not confined within the
boundaries of the factory. They
extend to the mines of iron, cop-
per, lead, nickel, asbestos, coal, zinc
and all materials used in construc-
tion, the extra cost of which,
handed over to the factories, must
be added to the costs of the im-
plements.

Additional to these there are the
increased taxes of provincial and
municipal governments, gasoline,
income, tr: crt, succession dut-
jes, real and personal groperty,
corporation, and innumerable spe-
cial relief and other levies, Astudy
and analysis of these, which auto-
matically attaches to commodity
costs, will show conclusively that
every dollar and every cent of the
