_Adorning  the arched entrance
of the Memorial Chamber in the
Jarliament builging  are inscribed
‘the words: “All's well, for over
there among his peers a happy
warrior sleeps.”

who wrote these words? John
pearson, architect of the parlia-
ment bulldings, does not know.
rhe National Defence Department,
under whose instructions the Me-
moridl  Chamber = was designed,
pave no knowledge. The Public
works Department and the Pub-
ic Archives are equally in the
jark.
“From time to time information
s asked of the various depart-
ments relating to the identity of
ihe unknown creator of those lines
and each Tequest sends officials
soring through documents, only to
.merge with the confession  that
hey don't. Know.

The lines were chiselled above
e entrance by the sculptor, Lake,
who had much " to do with the
«ymbolism - of the chamber. But
{ake, who resigned while the work
was still in. progress, can not now
pe located; and so far he seems to
ve the only individual in posses-
qon of the necessary knowledge.

During the unveiling of the
‘vimy Ridge Memorial, on July 26,
1936, King Edward VIII made the
sentence a text whereon to found
his dedicatory address. He quoted
it, recalling how he had himself
(ormally inaugurated the Memor-
lal Chamber in 1937.

The phrase has passed into
common usage in eurrent literat-
~ure; and. is, in Canada, perhaps
the best known sentimert of re-
membrance uttered, excepting only
“they shall grow not old” by Law-
rence Binyon.

The search has spread to Eng-
fand, and recently a London 'lter-
ary weekly published a request for
the authorship of the lines. No
response has appeared. Suggestions
{hat they might be contained in
woodsworth's “Happy Warrior”
have long ago been set at rest.
The words are not there.
