1945 would start with Suriday, Jamuary 1, from
which date all would be smooth siling. Many
nations have of ficially recognised the new World
Calendar, and it is not thought to be over-optim-
istic to expeot that those who have not already
done so will give their endorsation when the
benefits have been more cloarly realized. Brief-
ly stated, they consist in the division of the year
into four equal quarters of 91 days, each be-
ginning om Sunday and ending on Saturday;

An analysis of the antecedents of
personalities in the British Government throws
an interesting light on the whole structure of
British democracy, showing that Britain's lead-
