It is interesting to note that only
male seals are caught. The Power-
ful male Alaskan seal controls a
harem of 40 to 50 females; some-
times he has as many as a 100. In
the breeding season the bull seal
undergoes en unbroken fast of eleht
to ten weeks, during which time
he constant'y watches his harem.
The female, which is only one-fifth
the size of the master, can receg-
nize her young one by its scent and
cry. Should the mother perish the
young will die, too, for mothers
will not suckle strange Alaskan
seal babes; hence, the rule not to
kill the - females.

There has been a tremendous in-
