Mr. Hatfield, warden of Carleton
County, is conceded by the Standard to be “a
strong vote-puller and a widely popular figure.”

Another place where the Conservatives ad-
mittedly “hold high hopes" is Royal (Kings and
Queens). There Col. A. J. Brooks, the only
Maritime Conservative member in the last Par-
liament, is opposed by his already three-times-
defeated Sussex townsman, D. V. White.

The fact that J. P. Barry, Liberal M. P. for
Northumberland, recently announced his inten-
tion of running as an independent candidate in
this election as-a result of having been ousted
by W. J. Maloney as his party's standard
bearer, has, says the Standard, “made the out-
look problematical in that constituency for the
Liberal Party.” The Conservative candidate is
J. Leonard O'Brien, Speaker of the New Bruns-
wick Legislature from 1925 to 1930.

In the last federal election New Brunswick
candidates included nine Reconstructionists, all
defeated, whose votes for the most part were
obtained at the expense of the Conservatives and
(though the Standard does not say so) may be
expected to count this time in favor of National
Government,

No attempt is made by the Montreal paper
to size up the Prince Edward Island situation.
Liberal prospects here are probably too discour-
aging for analysis!

Emergency Visitation

Nothing could better reveal the King Gov-
ernment’s awareness of its unpopularity in this
Province than Finance Minister Ralston's four-
day visit at this time. Other leading members
of the Cabinet are ranging far and wide over
Canada, speaking in the larger centres; but so
urgent is the need of Mr. Ralston’s presence here
that he must devote practically all his remain-
ing time to his own constituency and to answer-
ing the SOS call from the Queen’s County Lib-
eral candidates.

| THE SOLDIERS’ VOTE I

As stated editorially in The
Guardian last week, the special
| election-time furlough order of
the Mackenzie King Govern-
ment, combined  with involved
and impractical voting regula-
tions applicable to our Service
Forces on furlough, makes it
extremely difficult for many
Canadian soldiers to vote.

This applies especially to
provinces such as Prince Ed-
ward Island, with a large rural
population residing at consider-
able distance from Charlotte-
town, the military centre.

The regulations provide that
soldiers on furlough may vote
| at military units. Many will be
at their homes in localities at a
considerable distance from mili-
| tary headquarters. - If under
twenty-one years of age, as
many of our soldiers are, these
young men will be disfranchised
unless they travel at their own
expense to a military unit to
vote.

Strong opposition to this re-
strictive regulation has been
taken by Dr. Robb, Dominion
organizer for the National Con-
servative Party.

The publicity given Dr.
Robb’s protest in The Guardian
has resulted in the -establish-
ment of a voting booth for act-
ive service electors at Summer-
side, as announced for the first

time in yesterday’s Liberal
organ. This, however, still
leaves large sections of the

Province unprovided for.
Another sequel to The Guar-

dian protest was the following
telegram  received  yesterday
from Mr. Jules Castonguay,

Chief Electoral Officer by Mr.
John F, Connolly, Returning
Officer for Queen’s:

“Yours today. Active service
electors may vote as civilian
electors in the polling division
where they would be expected
to vote if they were not on ac-
tive service, This generally
means their ordinary place of
residence pricr to enlistment
for active service, Therefcre in
rural polling divisions an active
service elector may even vote
under Sec, 46 of the Elections
Act if his name i{s not on the
list. In urban polling divisions
names of active service electors
must be on to vote as
3vﬂlm elect}orsl, .A.ci-ltive serviie

ectors on furlough may vote
in any unit specially designed
for that purpose stationed in
the place where they happen
to be while on furlough.”

(Signed)

It will be noted that unless
the soldier on furlough votes at
the prescribed military unit
(which may be thirty or forty
miles from his home) he must
vote as a “civilian elector.” No
civilian elector under twenty-
one years of age is entitled to
vote. Hence the disadvantage
which our younger soldiers are
under, with apparently deliber-
ate intent to disfranchise them.

Dr. Robb’s summing up of
the situation remains unchang-
ed. He said: “The Gowernment
must have known when it is-
sued special election-time fur-
loughs that it would make it
difficult for the soldiers to vote.
There is no escape from the
conclusion that the Government
wants to discourage the soldicrs
from voting, because they know
too much about its restricted
and bungled war efforts and
because they know too much
about lack of uniforms and lack
of army equipment and other
conditions of incompetency and
inefficiency and half-hearted-
ness in the Government's pros-
ecution of the war.
