Thp following is a copy of Section No. 1 of the By-law
regulating and compelling the Removal of Snow and Ice
from off the Sidewalks:—

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of
Charlottetown as follows:—

It shall be the duty of every tenant or occupier of any
premises in the City, or in case there be no tenant, then of
the owner of such premises to keep such portion of any
public walk as shall be immediately in front of such pre-
mises free from snow at all times except that it shall he
sufficient to have the same free from snow
after the ceasing of any snow storm, if such ceases in the
daytime, or if in nightime then before ten o’clock in the
day time following; and further to keep such portion of
public walk free from ice at all reasonable times, other-
wise to cover the same with sand, ashes or other material
sufficient to give safe footing.
