One of tlie correspondents of ‘‘Mo-
tor Boating'' recently had the follow-
ing to say, than which I think noth-
ing could be printed in this column
of more value to the class of people
wvho are interested in, and own, mo-
torhoatsi—

“The following incidents are typi-
cal: A lead pipe, leading from the
¢asoline tank to the motor became
.008¢, and in a few minutes the gaso-
line supply was beautifully mixed
with the bilge water in the bottom
of the boat. We were ten miles from
home, and it was almost dark. The
water was rough, and the constant
motion of the boat prevented the
zasoline from assuming its
position on top of the bilge water,
50 we dipped up a liberal supply of
the mixture and requested one of the
ladies to hold it steadily poised while
1 skimmed off a portion of the‘gaso-
line. Imptying the lubricating oil
out of the lubricating can 1 filled it
with the gasoline, and bending the
broken end of the feed pipe upward
L inserted ‘the point of the spout into
it.  Of course we had to refill the oil
can several times before we reached
home but we did not lose much time.

“It was raining and the motor
stopped, 1.soon found that the cause
of its refusal to work was ‘‘no
spark’ . in the spark plug. But why?
The dry cells were fresh, and cach
one tested up well with the ampere
meter. After going through thecom-
plete list of what T considered pro:
hable causes I casually noticed that
the pasteboard covers. of the dry cells
were all wet. Removing them 1 wrap-
ped each cell in dry cloth and pro
tected  them from rain. This ended
the trouble. The wet paper had prac-
tically united all the zinc clements of
the five cells into one. g

“Out in the middle of the lake,
three miles from shore, the boat gra-
dually slowed down, although ' the
motor continued to run. The sot-
serew  which held the propeller to the
shaft had worked ‘loose and disap-
peared in the lake. IFortunately the
propeller remained on the shaft, Not
a single thing in the boat  could be
for that recre-

ant set-screw.

‘“Putting on the life preserver 1
dropped into the water at the stern
of the boat, and bidding the othets
sit in the bow so as to ‘elevate the
propeller as much as possible I drove
the small blade of my pocket knife
Lietween the propeller and its shaft
with the monkey wrench until it
broke" off close to the handle. This
served as-a key which held the pro-
peller while we travelled the three
miles slowly, fearing all the while
that our temporary key would let
£0, but it held solid.’”’
