on a measured course in the pres-
ence of judges and timers, At t{lat
period there was not a trotting
track in the United States or else-
where, and the old Jamaica Turn=-
ikc on Long Island, N. Y, later
nown as Jamaica Avenue, Was
the scene of this historic contest:
The contending trotters were
Topgallant and Betsey Baker, two
New York road horses, matched by
their owners for $1,000 a side bet
to go three miles from East New
York to Sneedeker's road-house,
tear the then new Union Course,
Where Eclipse and Henry, rep-
resenting the North and South,
had run four-mile heats just the
year before for $40,000 in stakes.
Samiuel Purdy, the amateur horse-
man who had ridden Eclip:e, also
dro-e Topgallant and again came
Off victorious.
