Prices
for graded wool from warehouses to
manufacturers for eastern domestic
wool are little changed from the
previous week. They are: Medium
Staple, 32 cents to 33 cents per 1b.;
Low Medium Staple, 29 1-2 cents to
32 cents per 1lb.; Low Stavle, 29
conts to 31 cents per lb., Coarse,
31 cents per lb.; Black, 20 cents to
23 cents per 1b.; Cotts, 20 cents to
27 cents per 1b.; Seedy and Chaffy,
18 cents to 19 cents per 1b.

TORONTO cleared 5,006 head of
cattle at steady prices. Weighty
steers were quoted at $8 to $9, with
a top of $8.25, canners and cutters
$3.25 to $4.75, and bulls $6 to $7 for
bolognas and up to $7.50 for good
butchets. Fed calves ranged from
8075 to 810, and stockers $6.75 to
$8.25, while milkers and springers
sold mostly at $70 to $90 each.

MONTREAL had a run of 2.064
cattle, Good steers were lower and
several lots were unsold, Other
kinds were steady, Choice steers
made $9.25, good $8.65 to $9.00, with
common as low as $5. Good hei-
fers were $8 to $8.50, good cows $7

gerlous drought extended south
at least to northern Vera Cruz. The
most recent floods causing water
to spill over into (e adjacent la-
goons and marshes from the Tam-
esi and Panuco Rivers had been
in the fall of 1936, Thus, the Tam-
pico lagunas were about as low as
at any period old-timers could re-
call, and large lagunas, as the
Champayan, had receded so much
that scores of s%uare miles of mud
flats, covered with dry aquatic ve-
getation, surrounded the shrunken
water area.

Despite all these obviously un-
satisfactory conditions, the water-
fowl that wintered in the region ap-
parently had mo difficilty in find-
ing suitable’ habitats. So far as
could be determined, there was no
limiting factor present that reduc-

ed the carrying capacity below the
number of ducks that desired to
winter in or temporarily occupy
the areas, The potential carrying
capacity for both diving and shoal-
water specles, was for in excess of
the number that actually used it.
There was an abundance of cholce
food plants, including wigeongrass,
wildcelery, and pondweeds.

From @ consideration of all the
studies made, it was concluded that
the total number of ducks winter-
ing in eastern Mexico shov'{ed a
slight increase over that of 1958-39,
despite the fact (hat certaln specles
as the gadwell and baldpate, show-
ed from a little to a pronounced
decrease, The pintail, green-wing-
ed teal, and shoveler accounted for
most of the gains. Geese in gener-
al showed a marked decrease, the
lesser Canada goose, which Js ‘the
most common species on the north-
eastern coast of Mexico, falling off
at least 30 percent. Saunders con-
cluded that “the duck population of
eastern Mexico this winter was
5,000,000 and probahly even more.”

To work in western Mexico, Gold-
man crossed the line at El Paso,
Tex., early in November and spent
most ofe the month investigating
water-fowl in Chihuahua and
Coahuila, where there are several
important lakes, as the T.aguna
Encinillag or Ojo de Agua, the La-
guna de Bustillos, the ponds; and
arroyos that  make up the head-
waters of the Rlo Sacramento, and
the two Bequilla reservioirs that
are formed by dams across the Rio
Concho.

While fair numbers of ducks,
geese, and cranes were found, it ap-
peared that the waterfowl popula-
tion was somewhat smaller than in
1938-39. As a result of fhe use of
river waters for _irrigation the
large, shallow lakes known as the
Laguna de Mayran and the Laguna
de Viseca have become practically
dry, Periorically, however, some
water _overflows Into the lowest
parts of the lake beds, During the
season of 1938, precipitation was
heavy on the river headwaters in
the ~Sierra Madre, much water
reaching the Mayran “sump"” and
affording a fine winter feeding and
resting area for waterfowl, During
the wnter of 1939-40, however, the
sump was a wide mesquite-grown
flat, supporting a fine growin of
grass and weeds—an excellent stock
range, but of little value to ducks.
In this connection it should be
pointed out that these areas In
Chihuahua and Coahuila are pro-
bably parts of the Central rather
than of the Pacific Flyway.

After making these studies, Gold-
man proceeded south to Mexico
City, and thence westward to the
8tates of Colima, Jalisco, Michoa-
can, Morelos, and Guerrero, He
checked such important sections as
{he Lagunas, Chapola, Zapotlan,
Buyutlan, Magdalena, Atoyac, and
Patzcuaro, the twin deltas of
the Duero and Lerma Rivers,
as well as many areas of lesser
significance, as the Lagunas Tila-
pan, Zacoalco, Dayula, and others,

and made a trip east-ward to the
Laguna de Carmen in Puebla,
Field work was continuous over a
period of nearly 5 months, during
which Goldman traveled 10,600
miles by automobile, train, boat,
and dugout canoe, He made investi.
gations In 17 Mexican States and
also while en route there, in Cali-
fornia, Atizona, New Mexico, and
Texas. Interesting quotations from
his voluminous report might be us-
ed {n sumnation, but it must suffice
to record that as a result of his
studies he concluded that “the duck
population of the Mexican tableland
and west coast materially decreased
during the winter of 1939-40 fromn
that of 1938-30.” Geese and oranes
maintained and possibly even im-

proved their status. The season
was abnormal, warm weatber in
California resulting in delayed

flights southward; it js known that
ducks were exceptlonnllg bundant
in southern California uang Dec-
ember,

There were, however, exceptional
cases In Mexico. For example, a
large concentration of waterfowl
was recorded from San Jose de
Babicora ih Chihuahua, and there
was a good wintering population of
lesser. scaups on the Lagune de
Papagallo, at Acapulco in Giwrrero,
Bimilarly, on the Laguna de Car-
men, in Puebla. Goldman recorded
“one of the finest gatherings of
waterfow]l T have seen in south

tlon pintalls were well represented,
and there were many canvasbacks,
but the most remarkable otcurrence
was that ?l fully a thousand each
of white-fronted geese and little
brown oranes, at a point well south
of their normal winter range.

HOOKWORM. ... This Is foun
dogs and foxes througholut dté:
whole northern hemisphere. It is
one of the most important fox
parasites in Manitoba, which of-
ten causes severe anaemia and
death of valuable animals, The a-
dult parasite is about half an inch
in length and usually oceur in large
numbers. They attach themselves
to the mucosa of the intestine and
suck blood. The diagnosis can be
easily made by finding the eggs of
the worm in the feces,

TOXOOUARA CANIS. ., .This un-
segmented round worm, about six
inches in length, fs very common
in foxes and dogs. This is a prolific
parasite and it has been estimated
that a female may lay 200,000 eggs
per day. The eggs are passed in
the feces of the host and develop
to the infective stage in ten days
or longer. Thie parasite is a very
important one and may cause ser-
ious harm to the foxes, Young ani-
mals are chiefly affected and the
infestation of pups by the worm

capillaries of the mother, is an im-
portant factor,

BLOOD OR KIDNEY WORM..,,
This worm is of considerable size
and occurs in the kidneys of fox,

k, dog, marten and other fish
eating animals. The eggs of this
parasite can be found in the urine
of fur bearing animals, No treat-
ment is known for this parasite
and therefore the animals should
be prevented from eating raw fish
which may be infected, The worm
usually kills the host,

TIWCHINELLA SPIRALIS.. ..
This small worm 1is often respon-
sible for the death of fur bearing
animals. The infection is caused by
eating infected meat, and the adult
parasites copulate in the intestines
of the host. Male parasites die af-
ter the copulation, but the female
penetrates into the lymph of the
host where the eggs are laid and
hatch almost immediately. The lar-
vee are distributed all over the
body of the host by blood and
lymph., No satisfactory method of
treatment is known and therefore
it is very important that preven-

tive measures should he taken by
proper cooking of pork and other
meat that may contain the lar-
vae of parasites. The larvae are :
killed by freezing meat at a tem-
perature of minus 40 degrees F,

Dr, Bajkov in his article discus-
ses several other types of worms
that may infect fur bearing ani-
mals, but the ones mentioned are
most likely to be found in Prince
Edward Island ranches, In the
northwest we understard they have
considerable difficulty from tape
worm which is communicated by
the feeding of rabbit meat. They
are difficult to rid a fox of. The
only known drug that is potent en-
ough to expel them is extract of

We have in the above extracts
from the learned Doctor's observa-
tlons given sufficient reason why
our ranchers should be on the
lookout, for parasites and apply ear-
ly treatment,

Fox pups can be dosed now with
six minim to eight minim tetrach-
loride capsules, the larger ones be-
ing given the larger size capsules.
Care should he taken to clean out
all refuse ¢{.® next day after dos-
ing and if there seems any possi-
bility of infestation on anything
like even a moderate scale, repeat
dosing should be made in ten days.

Cleanliness in the conduct of a
ranch is most important and brings
large dividends, and then there is
the subject of frequent changes of
water and cleaning out of the water
vessels. Water contains organisms
Which in hot weather may develop
into- parasites and as frequently
pointed out foxes do not or wiil
want to drink stale water,

This is a good time of the year
fo clean outall dens that gave
been used during the winter and
breedlng season, thoroughly disin-
fect and put out in the sun so that
they will dry out and be fresh and
clean for next year's operations, not
harboring fleas or worms. Burn all
straw and refuse taken out of the
ranch, or if you do not do so place
it where it will not be in nnyghlng
like close proximity to the ranch
proper. The past few weeks although
cool and decidedly disagreeable
Spring wealher have been good fox
growing weather. Pups have eaten
well and owing to the coolness of
the atmosphere have digested it
without inconvenience and have
gained in size and strength., Most
anyone we talk to says that pups
