RIGHT AND LEFT-HANDEDNESS

As youngsters in school, any boy
found writing with his left hand

was rapped sharply over the kruck-

les with ruler or pointer, and made
to use his right hand. The boy who
could throw a baseball farther thaw
any of the rest of us, and the
brightest student in the room were
both left-handed. However, as using
the left hand was believed to affert
them mentally when they were
older none of us, including these
lefi<handers, gave the matter fur-
ther thought. It was years later
when research workers discovered
that writing with the left hand did
mot hurt children mentally, as, on
the average, left-handers were as
bright if not brighter, than right-
handed writers, Since that discovery
teachers have not tried to force left-
handed youngsters to write with
their right hand. It will come as a
surprise, then, to learn that scome
research workers advocate that a
left-handed youngster should stiil
be taught to write with his right
hand.

In “The New England Jourmal cf
Medicine,” Dr. R. S. Eustis states
that many apparently left-handed
primary grade children may be
successfully taught to write with
{he right hand. When writing be-
gins they should all be so taught
because the use of the right hand
fits in better with the left to right
direction of writing and also be-
cause it confonns to the custom of
the majority and hence 1is easier
psychologically (they are not “dif-
ferent” from others). If, however,
a child objects strenuously or shows

stuttering may be one, the attempt
should be abandoned at once, and
he should be allowed to use his left
hand without criticism.

A suggestion that might satisfy
both sides in the controversy as to
the wisdem of teaching left-handers
to use the right hand in writing, is
that those who are allowed to wri'e
with the left hand, should be shown
the proper position of the paper
which is slanted with the top bor-
der to the right instead of to the
left as is usual. It is often neces-
sary to drill them in the use of this
position, since otherwise they are
likely to imitate their right-handed
n2ighbors. They should also be al-
lowed tor write with a slight back-
hand slant if they so prefer.
Physicians, parents and teachers
can study the suggestions of Dr.
Eustis and use their best judgment
in each case.
