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FISHERMAN'S
DISPUTE
FLARES ANEW

Wallace

Fishermen
Resent Appearance
of N. B. and Quebec
Lobstermen in N. S.
Territory.

(Canadian Press)
WALLACE, N, 8., May 28—Rival
fishermen of this coast stood guard
over their lobster traps tonight,
prepared- if necessary to protect
their gear against what each fac-
tion terms unfair fishing methods
employed by the other,

Lobstermen fishing out of Wal-
lace were lined up against a group
of Quebec and northern New
Brunswick fishermen who came
south a few weeks ago for the
fishery in Tatamagouche Bay. The
outside fishermen have been pro-
viding serious competition to the
local fishermen.

Protective measures were adopted
by both factions after open dissen-
sion broke out following the loss of
several hundred traps owned by
Wallace men, They claimed the
traps had been destroyed or cast
adrift after becoming fouled with
‘the lines of the outside fishermen,
who use the “knocker” system of
connecting traps.

The Quebec and New Brunswick
men, on the other hand, contend
that the Wallace men retaliated by

deliberately destroying some of
their traps.

ATTACKS MEN AND ANIMALS

In addition to the work being car-
ried out by the Dominion Depart-
ment of Agriculture in conjunction
with the provincial governments in
adopting measures of control for the
suppression of warble flies, two
campaigns on a large scale are be-
ing prosecuted at the present mom-
ent, one by the Ontario government
on Mapitoulin Island, and the oth-
er as a municipal undertaking by
the local authorities of Calumet Is-
land on the Ottawa river in Que-~
bec. Watrble flies are of two spec-
ies very widely distributed in many
parts of the world, particularly in
Europe, North America, and to a
less extent in Asia.

INSULATED MILK
COOLING TANKS

There is considerable wastage of
ice in uninsulated cooling milk tanks
with the result that it is the prac-
tice in many farms not to put ice
in the tank until just before milking
time. What often happens is that
the cooling effect of the ice is harely
sufficient to balance the heat from
the cans of fresh milk. With an in-
sulated tank on the other hand,
enough ice may be kept in the tank
at all times. In this way, says the
Dominion Bacteriologist, Mr, A. G.
Lochhead, in his directions, publish-
ed by the Dominion Department of
Agriculture, of how to construct an
insulated tank, the temperature of
the water may be kept well below
40 degrees F. and the milk cooled
more quickly to a much lower tem-
perature by the means of less ice
than in the old style tank.
