verbally, entirely ignored it in prac-
tice. There was no reason for the
Prime Minister calling a political
contest at the present time, except
his own partisan purposes.

Mr, McLure stressed the im-
portance of proper vparliamentary
inquiry which the King Government
throttled; this action naturally
arousing suspicion among the elec-
tors, which had been confirmed by
the revelations of maladministra-
tion and gross partisanship.

He emphasized that defense of
Canadian homes and civilization
extends to the front line trenches
in FEurope, and that while our sol-
diers have been willing to do their
part, there has been inexcusable
negligence and delay on the part
of the Government.

Unemployment

Dealing with domestic problems,
Mr. McLure stressed unemployment
as a problem which reaching its
first climax in 1928, remains still
unsolved today. He recalled
kenzie King's refusal to consider it
as a federal problem in 1928, and
his subsequent refusal. two years
later, to give “a five cent Fleoe" to
a Conservative Government,

He had dealt in his radio ad-
dresses, Mr, McLure said, with
farm and fishery problems because
these are very important to the
welfare of the Province and Dom-
inion. Also important was the Gov-
| ernment’s duty to provide work
| and wages for the unemployed,
! which Dr. Manion has adopted as
his slogan.

On The Increase

He cited present unemployment
conditions in Charlottetown. Ac-
cording to the Canadian Welfare
Association of Canada —an in-
dependent organization which in-
vestizates statistics our unemploy-
ed are increasing in this Province,
this year 300 being added to the
unemployed list. If we have no
employment, he said amid applause,
it is the duty of the Government
to create some emp.oyment wherp-
by work and wages may be ob-
tained.

Port Facilities

In Charlottetown, Mr. McLure
pointed out, we have one of the
best ports on the Atlantic sea-
beard. Port facilities and trans-
portation were promised us by Sir
Robert Borden in 1911 and in 1912,
when the Borden Government was
elected, millions of dollars were
voted to give us the first car
ferry service to and from
mainland. The war prevented the
Borden Government from com-
pleting its plans for Charlottetown
port facilities, but a start had ac-
tually been made, A site for a
marine slip was purchased and
dredging was begun. Following the
war Mackenzie
power and the work was not re-
sumed. Under the Bennett Govern-
ment however, Mr. McLure had gone
thoroughly into the matter with
Hon, Dr. Manion who was then

inister of Railways, and Mr.
Bennett had given his assurance
that the terms of Confederation
and the recommendation of the
Duncan Commission with t
to port facilities would be fulfilled.
A harbor survey was started, but
another federal election interven-
ed with the result that the Mac-
kenzie King Government was
returned; and we are still waiting
for the improvements,

Mr. McLure declared his con-
viction that after the return of the
National Government under s
Manion “we will have that port
here that will not only give em-
ployment to hundreds of men, but
on an earning basis that will be
profitable to the province and the
country.” (Applause).

He emphasized the advantage of
having large steamers call reg-
ularly at Charlottetown, in the in-
