Every housewife should realize that
high-priced blankets are a permanent
and satisfactory investment, and that
she will never regret buying blankets
of just as expensive and good quality
as she is able to pay for. It is even
urged that it might be well some times
to economize op luxuries of the mo-
ment, such as theatre tickets and can
ay, and add the few dollars so saved
to a blanket ffind, providing one hes-
itates to buy the high-priced blanket
she desires.

The average housewife who wishes
to purchase blankets, goes up to a
clerk and says: “I  want to look au
some blankets.” or something equally
indefinite.

In response she may be asked the
question: “For what size of hed?” This
she would forestall by knowing hefore
she leaves home whether the hed is
three feet, four feet or some other
width. .

Let ug assume that she wishes to
buy a blanket of unadulterated wool.
She may properly ask: “Is this all
wool?” and the reply may be, “Nearly
all wool."

or ninety per cent of -wool will give
good warmth, and such . blankets as
these will generally give good service
to the women, who must needs buy un-
dr ‘a limited allowance. Blankets of
pure wool, are, of course, warmer and
consequently more desirable for Win-
ter use. In general, it may be urged
that when one wishes to buy blankets
ot any sort, she should purchase only
from a house upon  whose guarantee
she may absolutely rely.

The Scotch and  woolen blankets
made._from—English and Australian
wool are usually regarded as being
especially desirable in points of qualk
ty. Americn-made blankets are hand-
somer to look at, as the carding pro-
cess in Americap woolen mills  pro-
duces a filufiler and more attractive
looking blanket. Very flufty blanketa,
uniess made of high-grade, long filicr
ed wool, (o not wear well.

Sometimes when a customer  asks
whether a given blanket is all’ wool,
the reply is given that it is commer
cially pure wool. = This means that
there is a small percentage of cotton
used in the filling for a “binder,” and
that the blanket is not, therefore, all
wool.”

Blankets made entirely of cotton an
manufactured in this country can
now be made to look as a finely carded
all-wool blanket. These are = made
from a Chinese cotton, which has &
kinky fibre, somewhat lika the fibre of
wool, but  no hougekeeper of experi-

Let her now inguire whether the
blanket has a cotton wrap. Most wo
men know enough about fabrics to un-
derstand that the word wrap means
the foundation thread, into which the
filling is subsequently woven, If af
blanket has a cotton wrap— as most
of the cheap grade blankets do— this
can easily be detected, merely taking
a pin and pulling out one of the wrap |
threads. Most housekeepers will know |
whether thls is of cotton or of wool.‘
The cotton thread will hold more firm-
1y and will be  much less likely to
preak than one of woolen. Blankets in
which the 'warp is of cotton contain at
the start ahout fifteen per cent of cot-

ence needs to be told that however
fleecy and Soft and warm any cotton
fabric.may look it can never possess
the. warmth-giving qualities of a wool-
en. fabric.
