We are well asross the LEguwat>r now,
and though the heat was mest
intense we stoad it splendidly. I never
felt better in my life than now and have
been perfectly well right along. For three
or four days we did nothing but keep cur-
selves cool, or rather try our best to.

Thisis Wednesday and we expect to
arrive Sunday, possibly in the moraing.
I can hardly describe my day at Teneriffe.
It was glorious ! Such a quaint old Span-
ish town in Santa Cruz. It is famous for
its Cathedral—I remember hearing that
when I was a child. I was greatly inter-
e:tad ia the curious images, carviogs and
embroidered robes. In one strange, old
apartment we met ooe of the priests and
be invited us into the **Marryiang Rocem.”
Everywhere ragged and half-
raked. children, cripples and loa'h-
some looking people touch one’s arm
with the cry, ‘‘a penny, pleass laiy”.
One old man Iremember pa-sing twice on
the street and hearing him beg fcr a
penny, I was struck particularly, as his
feet were half gone and his face almost
indistinguisbable. On asking about him
we were told “Oh, that's only one of the
lepers.” And they are allowed t> r.am
at large. It is horrible”! Enough of that
side. It would do you good to see the
pative boys ,diving for pennies t the
bottom of the sea, and coming up with
their mouths full. The towsn, on the
whole, is very pretty, with its queer Span-
i-h houses made of stove covered with
plaster and painted in brill'ant bues of
red, pink, blue and green. . The trees and
foliage are lovely, some O&mmses of
bloom. Itseemed so strange to be able to
pick bananas, oranges, p:ars, lequats,ste,
offthe trees. And the palms, huge and
beautiful sacti, and-all sort¢ of things,
growing wild, that we try so hard to cul-
tivate at home. The streets are paved
with stene and on the principal one was a
street car which looked sa.quaint and out-
of-place. Then would be seen the Spanish
ladies leaning out of theéir balconies ani
casement windows, while ox-carts and
mules moved past. Ihad a ride on a don-
key's back, for which was paid a sixpence
and I wish you could have ha a snapshot.
The public gardens were a show, and in
the centre was the Parl’ament bailiing,
into which we walked. .
