It was a little Island on the
north coast of Ireland. * About ten
o’clock we could gee the coast of Ire-
land quite plainly,—the houses and
flelds of grain, even the potatoes in
rows. All the afternoon we were sail-
ing down a narrow channel with cities
on both sides of us, and some of the
prettiest places you could lay eyes on.
On our way from Liverpool to Shorn-
cliffe we passed through the outskirts
of London, but we couldn’t see much
of it from the train. The trains over
here travel generally at the rate of
forty or fifty miles an hour, There
are lots of aeroplanes over here, some
days flytng around the camps as thick
as Crows.
On fine days we can hear the big
guns firing over in France, and it is
always smoky here from the firing.
Yesterday evening I heard that
Donald Bears from Brooklyn was still
over here, so I went up to the artillery
barracks to see him, but, he had gone
that morning across to France.
We saw a few Island boys around
here who have been at the front, and
are here on sick leave or wounded.
Well, father, it will soon be time for
me to go down to my camp, 80 I guess
1 will bring this to a close. So try
and write as often as you can. I like
