British Truce
In Politics
Still Holds

LONDON, May 27 —(CP Cable)
—The wartime electoral truce a-
mong the major political parties
emerged shaken but still in being
today from a stormy Labor party
session after a spirited appeal for
fair play by Home Secretary Her-

bert, Morrison. _

By a slender majority, delegates
to the party's annual conference
rejected an amendment which woula
have sent back to the executive
committee a resolution urging main-
tenance of the truce and ‘‘general
co-operation with the other parties
participating in the government in
promoting the return of governinent
candidates at Parliamentary byelec-
tions.”

The vote, cast on the basis of
members represented by the dele-
gates actually voting, was 1,275,000
to 1,209,000

Mr, Morrison was the centre of a sl

debate so lively he at one time had
to remind the delegates that “shout-
ing at each other won't settle ‘the
argument,” He told the conference:

“If you are participating in a
government you cannot give aid to
the government and support candi-
dabet‘s who are running in opposition
to i

“That Is not the straight and
honorable thing to do. The British
electorate like straightness in their
politics.”

(Mr, Morrison is one of labo*'s
«Bie Three” in the government, the
others being the party leader, Cle-
ment Attlee, who is Dominions Sec-
retary, and Ernest Bevin, labor min-
ister.)

The whole argument, Mr, Mor-
rison declared, should be directed to
the point whether the truce was or
was not necessary for the winning
of the war. If labor had refused
to take part in the present govern-
ment the party would have been
guilty of political cowardice, he ad-

ed.

An executive committee recom-
mendation Which was approved
cilled for “one comprehensive
scheme of soclal security” to include
family allowances, national medical
service and adequate state provis-
jon for dependents of those killed
or disabled in war.

Other resolutions adopted de-
manded increases in old age, sup=
plementary end disability service
pensions, and the ralsing of the
school-leaving age.

Alliei Plans
for Invasion
Discussed?

LONDON, May 27 —(AP) —Two

* of the chiefs of the United States

army's three commands conferred
with their British counterparts to-
night, and informed observers be-
lieved that plans for an invasion
of the continent as well as a vast
alr assault on Germany were being
advanced.

The arrival today of Lt.-Gen.
Brehon B. Somervell, commander of
the U. S. army service of supply,
virtually completed a war council
which these observers declared is
the “prelude to a vast increase of
American ground forces to give the
Allies immediate, overwhelming lo-
cal superiority in men and equip-
metn} for an invasion of the contin-
ent.’

It was understood that the con-
ferences may also be concerned
with such world-wide co-ordinating
efforts as a joint smash at the
Japanese from India and blocking
of an Axis offensive in Africa.

Somervell's arrival followed the
appearance yesterday of Lt.-Gen.
Henry H. Arnold, chief of the U.
S. army air forces, This left only
Lt-Gen, Lesley J. McNair, com-
mander of the ground forces, out
of the circle, but the presence of
Maj.-Gen, Dwight D. Eisenhower,
head of the operations divisions,
seemed to assure that land as well
as_air plans are afoot.

Fifteen were then placed aboard

Meanwhile, the submarine sur-
faced, raised its Nazi flag and went
off.
