WASHINGTON, Feb. 27 — (A~
{P) —Debate on the British-aid bill
reached the stage of snapving tem-
pers in the Senate today.

Senator Albert Chandler, Ken-
tucky Democrat, accused opponents
of the bill of endeavoring to under-
mine public confidence in President
Roosevelt. In turn, Senator Burton
Wheeleggy (Dem.-Mont.), leading foe
of the measure and noted isolation-
ist, charged that Mr. Rooseveli is
trying to “flim-flam” the public,

Wheeler repeatedly described as
“shocking” the President's state-
ment,_yesterday that the task of
winning the war must take pre-
cedence over talk of peace aims
and called it indicative of an at-
titude that the United States al-
ready is in the war.

The session which began in quiet
fashion with Senator Gerald Nve
(Rep~-N.D.) continuing a speech
begun last week, was suddenly
transformed into a scene of ex-
citemment.

First, Wheeler interrupted Nye to
say that Mr. Roosevelt’s words in-
dicated a position which the United
States should not take unless it is
ready to enter the war.

“How coen Britain win, unless we
come into the war?” Nye asked, and
to this, Senator Bennett Champ
Clark (Dem.-Mo.) added the ob-
servation that the President had
“practically sald, ‘Yes we are in
the war.” -

Chandler plunged into the discus-
slon.
“I don't think any Senator is
serving his country by making the
people lack confidence in their Pres-
ident,” he said. “We may get into
war although I hope we don't,.. if
we do all this talk 1s going to do
us no good.”
