SOLDIERS SETTLEMENT

A paragraph appearing in “Repatria-
tion”, a monthly Bulletin published in
the interests of returned men in
Australia, quotes the speech deliverea
in Sidney by Premier Holman, of New
Sguth Waies in which he stated that
that State had settled 1,100 men on the
land. The Premier claimed that this
was a much larger number than had
heen settled in any of the other States.

Expeditioncry Force. If the propor-
tion of ex-service men settled on the
land in the other States was equal to
that of New South Wales the figures
would be for the whole of Australia
2,820 men benefited by the Land Set-

mier's speech. '

Up to the 17th of May, the Soldier
Settlement Board of Canada had ap-
proved of 7,900 applications for the
benefits of the Soldier Settlement Act
and a great many more applications
wore' before the Qualification Com-
mittees in the various Provinces.

AT HALIFAX

.85tH ‘Battalion Colors Given to Lieu:
tenant-Governor Grant For Safe
Keeping Until a Morg Fitting

t Place is Secured.

HALIFAX, June 18.—With notable

the: King's and regimental colors of
the 85th Battalion, Nova Scotia High-
landers, were delivered into the cus-
todsy of H!s Honor Lieutenant-Gover-
nor Grant for safekeeping in the Gov
erpment House,

At 2.30 o'clock p. m. Colonel J. L.
Ralston, D. 8. O. and bar. Officers
and men, numbering all told about
100 of the 85th Battalion, assembled
at Grafton Pﬂrk and formed up in
fours
On the arrival of His Honor Lieu-
tenant Governor Grant and his aide-\
de-camps, ‘Major  A. N. Jones and
Captain Eric - Grant a royal salute
was given. (Colonel Ralston moved
to the side of the color bearers and
addressed the Lieutenant Governor as
follows:—

“Your Honor,—On behalf of
the officers, non-commissioned
officers and men of the 8Gth
Canadian Infantry Battalion, Nova
Scotia Highlanders, it is my priv-
ilege to respectfully request that
vou will receive into Your Hon-
or's custody for safekeeping the
King's colors represents and ex-
emplifies our loyalty to our sover-
eign, while the Regimental color,
which will bear upon it ithe names
of the engagements in which the
unit has taken part, will repre-
sent for us the history, traditions
and the achievements of the bat-
tallion, contributed to not only by
those who have returned anq are
returning td these ‘shores but by
the gallantry and devotion to duty
of those who rest in France and
Flanders. The colors  are the
most precious possession of the
battalion—for they are its very
soul. We thank you for having
done the 85th the honor of signi-
fying your williﬁgness to .accept
this' trust. We are sensible of
the distinction which we, along
with our sister battalions in the
province, have conferred upon us
in having our colors rest at the
Government House.”

in reply His Honor said: :

“Colonel Ralston,— It gives me
great pleasure to receive into my
custody the King’s and Regiment-
al colors of the 85th Battalion.
They are worthy of a royal dep-
ositary. 1 recall the gallant deeds
_of the battalion on the battlefield
and the glory which the coiors
gaieq on the field. I shall receive
them into my safe keep:ng in Gov-
ernment House where they shall
repose until a more fitting place
is made for them and the colors
of the 'sister battalions of the
province. It gives me great plea-
sure to receive the colors into my
custody.”

Another royal salute was given as
the color bearers bore.forward the
colors and gave them into the hands
of aide-de-camps Majo A. N. Jones
and Captgin Eric Grant. At the
dipping of the colors a general salute
was given and the formal ceremony
was over. The 85th reformed In
fours and marched from the Govern-
ment House to Grafton Park for dis-
missal. Here Colonel Ralston ad-
dressed the officers {and men and
thanked them for attending and doing
honor to the colors. Private George
A. Pyke called for three cheers for
Colonel Ralston which were . given
with tire soldiers’ hearty vim, and the
company dispersed, to carry away
with them the last noble memory
of the officers and the colors under
which they fought in Flunce anl
Flanders.
