al islands may b} found a greater

variety and complexity of animal and
vegetable life in the shoxt space of a few
hours than can be found in as many
months in the United States, Out over
the reefs where the water is shallow one
may leok down on'the ocean hottom and
behold a scene teeming with so much life
and color tbat it 1§ almost beyond the
power ot words to déscribe,

istands present for scientific work the
Seventh International Zoological Congress
