Immorality Sweeps Across Germany

BERLIN JUDGE FINDS ‘ALL THE
OLD VALUES HAVE BEEN
SWEPT AWAY’

BERLIN, (NEA) — The dreak-
down of family life and the whole
wave of immorality sweeping Ger-
many today is so wldesprea_d that
the vice president of Berlin's maj-
or court says sadly:

«I cannot understand my
people.”

In this city alone, where
easy to tabulate the results
post-war disillusionment because
there is only one divorce cour: for
the whole Berlin district, 12,000
cases have been registered since
last November.

Divorce cases alone account for
90 per cent of all the civil actions
being tried in the Berlin Laad-
greichts. S8ince Germany's collapse
the divorce rate for the whole ce-
feated nation is estimated to have
increased 28 iper cent,

the divorce proceedings are in-
stituted by women, with adw ~ry
and political affiliations as the
chief causes.
