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Richmond Site Selected

For some considerable time officials in con-
fiection with the Commonwealth air training
scheme have been surveying the Province with a
view to ascertaining the most likely centre at
which to erect and equip an airport for the train-
ing of aviators for the war. In Queen’s County
the Charlottetown airport was recommended by
local authorities and in Prince County Summer-
side and St. Eleanor’s were both suggested.
While no definite announcement has yet been
made, it is reported that the federal officials
decided that Charlottetown and Summerside did
not provide sufficient accommodation for the
purpose, and that the site suggested at St.
Eleanor’s was considered too low-lying and with
too much marshland in the vicinity. It is under-
stood the officials have selected Richmond, fif-
teen miles west of Summerside, as the most
suitable place.  There the land rises and pro-
vides sufficient water-fall to prevent the un-
satisfactory condition found at St. Eleanor's.
There too, it is stated, there is abundance of
suitable land for supplementary landing fields,
two of which must be within a radius of five
miles of the airport.

This no doubt is the project to which Fin-
ance Minister Ralston referred the other day in
advising the Summerside Board of Trade that
there were certain large expenditures in  con-
templation for Prince County that made it un-
desirable for him to consider at the present time
the proposed wharf improvement project in the
interests of the potato export business.

force  will terminate the obligation of the
United States to grant a 50 per cent preference
to certified seed potatoes imported from Cuba
during the months of December, January and
February. The cffect will be to permit com-
plete fulfilment by the United States of.the
terms of the concession on Canadian seed po-

tatoes provided in the United States trade agree--

ment with Canada effective January 1, 1939,

The present rate to Canada on certified seed
potatoes is 37 1-2 cents per 100 pounds from
March 1 to Nov. 30, and 6o cents from Dec.
1 to the end of I'ebruary. The rate to Cuba dur-
ing December, January and February each year
was 30 cents per 100 pounds, and under the
1934 trade agrecement with the United States
guarantecing a 350 per cent preference, no rate
lower than 60 cents could be accorded to any
other country. The new United States—Cuban
trade agreement cancels this obligation. The re-
sult will be that certified seed potatoes from
Canada which are now subject to a duty of
37 1-2 cents per 100 pounds when imported
into the United States between March 1 and
November 30 in any year (subject to a quota
limitation) will, when the new supplementary
agreement between the United States and Cuba
becomes effective, be subject to the rate of
37 1-2 cents per 100 pounds throughout the
year.

The President of the United States pro-
claimed the trade agreenient on December 19
and ajter proclamation by the President of the
Republic of Cuba in conformity with the laws
of that country, exchange of proclamations
will take place and the agreement will enter into
force on the day following. It stated the ex-
change is to take place at Havana as soon as
possible.

The War Loan

The success of Canada’s first war loan may
be a cause for satisfaction, but, savs the Ottawa
Journal, it is no cause for complacency. The
foan has been over-subscribed but many had
expected that the offerings would be greater
than that. Indecd, considering that mining com-
panies took 10 per cent of the total amount ask-
ed for, and insurance companies practically an-
other 16 per cent, one is made to wonder whe-
ther the offerings of the general public were
what they might have been.  Canadians have
$1,700,000,000 in savings banks.

It will be interesting, when the books are clos-
ed, to check the total number of subscribers. In-
teresting because that, not a few dozen large
subscriptions, will be the rcal measure of the
loan’s success,

In the first Great \Var, Canada’s initial war
loan brought 23,000 subscriptions.

The second war loan brought 34,000 subscrip-
tions.

The third brought 40,000 subscriptions,

The fourth 820,000 subscriptions.

The fifth 1,000,000 subscriptions,

Finally, in 1910, when the Government asked
for 300 millions (a Victory Loan) the response
(no record was kept of the total number of sub-
scribers) was nearly $8o per head of the pop-
ulation,

What the resuit of the present loan shows,
says the Journal, is that the people of Canada
have not yet got their teeth into this war. They
have not yet had it brought home to them. There
has been altogether too much talk about war or-
ders, plus too many comfortable assumptions of
an early victory, and altogether too little realiza-
tion of the desperate magnitude and danger of
the struggle npon which e have émbarked.

‘Shere will be other war loans ; how many, who

knows? The Government should begin prepar-
ing for them now. “It should begin preparing
for them by (a) Showing that money raised by
war loans is spent exclusively and efficiently for
war purposes; (b) That there is absolute
economy in all other expenditures; and (c¢) That
this war, likely to be long and bitter, calls for
the utmost in sacrifice.

In Great Britain they are not taking comfort
or deluding themselves over the fact that Ger-
many is on rations. They know too well that a
Germany on rations is a Germany preparing for
a long struggle, and their answer to it is not to
sit down and await victory but to go on rations
themselves.

We here in Canada are facing the same vital
issue and it is time we realized it

Sir,—I have read with interest
letters by correspondents’ as well
as reports of other activities
connection with the prices of im-
ported feeds especially with
gard to bacon production.I think
that under the present circumstan-
ces this is a matter which deserves
more attention than it is getting
at least up to the present time.
With the war on and greater de-
mands being made on us all in
many different ways it should be
very essential that we be able to
take our part in the increased in-
dustrial activity required, but we
are an agricultural province there
being no other important industry,
so that everyone depends directly
or indirectly on the business
or purchasing power of those so en-
gaged. To that o!d disadvantage
of having to sell our produce for
less and buy at a higher rate than
anywhere in Canada has mow been
added the jacked up prices due to
war conditions. But our most im-
portant products such as pork are
being sold at a set price,

Now with Great Britain needing
a heavy and steady supply of bac-
on and with our production by local
means very limited it seems a grave
injustice that with abundance of
cheap grain within our Dominion
we should be forced to either do

ductive capacity.

It has always struck me as
strange that a country can issue
money to employ our young men
to defend the country against
cruel injustice, yet do' not do so

"in times of peace. \
As stated above, to the extent .

of the productive capacity of Can-
ada—productive capacity, that 1s
to the extent of Canada's real
credit, based on capacity to pro-
duce wealth., Money is not Treal
wealth, it is only a claim on reai
wealth.
