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LESSONS FROM
A YEAR OF WAR

Eloquent Sermon by Rév. Dr. Fuller-

ton Yesterday

Evening in St

James’ Church Before a Large

Congregation.

Yesterday morning the members of
the Heavy Artillery who have volun-
teered for active service at the front
attended divine service in St. James
Church, where an excellent sermon
was preached by the Chaplain, Rev.
Dr. Fullerton. A solo by Mr, A, Stan-
ley wag much enjoyed by all. At the
evening service Dr. Fullerton preach-
ed a powerful sermon and Miss
Hughes rendered a fine solo, “My God
and father while I stray.” His text
was taken from Deuteronomy, Chap. 5,
verse 32, “Ask now of the days that
are gone.” Dr. FFullerton said:

The scene from which our text is
taken was beautifully and touchingly
pathetic. The old writer realized that
his end was near. He had brought
them successfully through the desert.
Their outlook is dark and gloomy. They
forgot their God and all that He had
done for them. He asked them to
look over their career, to meditate on
their path and to realise what God
had been and what God had done for
them. To-day we find a parallel to
this request in the command that has
been issued from the throne that this
day in every Christian church and
community some notice should be
taken of the nature of the year's war,
It was time for retrospect and a time
for prospect—a time to look back anq
measure the time and things that lay
behind us.

When we came to a sane discussion
of the facts that lay behind us, ques.
tions met us at the very threshold.
For a year we had been at war with a
gigantic foe. For a year we hed been
defending ourselves against superior
organization, for a year we had real-
ized that it was all we could do to
stem the advance of a well-equipped
enemy. And at the end of that year
the question is “Have we grasped the
magnitude of the task which con-
fronts us?’ Now after a year's war
do we know the difficulties that must
be conquered before the Allied na-
tions can occupy Berlin? “I fear,
brethren,” Dr. Fullerton continued,
“from the response that is being made
throughout the length and breadth of
of the British Empire, that we have
not yet realized the serious nature of
the situation—that we have not yet
duly estimated the foe against whom
we are fighting. We have had many
campaigns in connection with the
British Empire, but this campaign is
unparalelled. We are in the death
clutches of a foe who will dare any-
thing to escape defeat. We are face
to face with a trinity of murderers
who, to use a hackneyed phrase, “had
lifted the lid off Hell.” Their schemes
of infamy have set civilization aghast.

The massacre of the innocents in
Belgium and Poland have appalled
the world. They have hurled against
civilization all that their villany could
command. We look back on the past
year with its treachery and death.
Old men murdered in cold blood, pri-
soners of war tortured and shot, wo-
men were raped, little girls were vio-
lated, wells were poisoned—every pos-
sible device that could be imagined
before the war—every device that
seemed beyond the grasp of the ima-
gination has been used. Wells were
poisoned, polsonous gases and liquid
fire were hurled from the Teutonic
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trenches to-day at the gallant heroes
who are fighting for our existence.
Do we realize the nature of our foe?
What gives impulse to these fiendish
actions? Are we conscious to-day
that the ulterior object of this whole
war was not the capture of Paris, not
the overthrow of Russia, not merely
the aiding of Austria, but was the
downfall of our own Empire, the over-
throw of British influence, the civili-
zation that has done so much for us
and for which we have done so much
ourselves, The ulterior object was
to cast down from her seat of authori-
Ly, of influence, of favor, of humanity,
the Empire to which we belong.

There you have the explanation of
these diabolical deeds that have
placed the German nation for ever in
a position of shame. Her fleet gathers
barnacles in the obscure fastnesses of
the Kiel canal. Her submarines con-
summated the most infamous crime
in history in the sinking of the Lusi-
tania and the murder in the most
cruel form of 1,500 unarmed men, wo-
men and children. Do we realise that
this war is unparalelled in history?
The British war flag has floated in
all parts of the globe in the past, She
has sent her fleet that she might van-
quish her opponents and for the first
time in her history has been attacked
with weapons taken from the arsenals
of the foul fiend himself.

This year of war doubly impresses
us with the nature of our foe, with
the method of his warfare, with the
intensity of his hatred for all thas
bears the name of Britain. Do we
realise this—the deceit that was prac-
tised on our Empire?

A few years ago the British people
were vieing with each other in laud-
ing the German Emperor, in treating
hospitably her Kaiser and her leaders,
inviting them to view our arsenals, to
view our dockyards and our latest
productions in the way of Dread-
noughts. . All the time they were pre-
paring for this deadly insult to our
race, all the time they were preparing
for “the day.” Tor the war with Bri-
tain would mean the end of her power
and authority. “We Hohenzollerns
know no master but 1od. No
one in the whole world shall
speak without the leave of Ger-
many. We  are the salt of the
earth, and we must acquit ourselves
of our destiny.” These utterances
came from the lips of the War Lord
himself. That she, Germany, might
carry to victory these great aspira-
tions these words dropped from the
Kaiser. Do we realize to-day where
we stand, as we take note of the days
of the past year? Is there born in
upon our minds the danger that lies
at our door? And yet there is an-
other side to this. Germany has eain-
ad her ends on the Eastern frontier,
There will be an official entrance into
Warsaw with pomp and magnificence.
There will be demonstrations and en-

thusiasm. Notwithstanding all that,
she has only enlarged her prison
walls. She is still held tight. She

hasg lost her colonial possessions.

The silent power and dominance of
the British Navy has swept the Ger-
man flag from the Seven Seas. Do we
realize here in Canada that but for
this same British fleet we would to-
day be over-run by the Huns? It is
the British Fleet that still remains
the controlling influence in this war,
not merely for Great Britain, but for
civilization, the Empire, and human-
ity. Surely it is a matter to thank
God for tht Britannia still rules the
waves.

And yet, Brethren, we cannot re-
view the year without acknowledging
that we have not possessed the unity
of heart, the concentration of energy,
and strong and skilled- discipline. We
have not been prepared as we should
have been to meet this colossal foe.
We have not had the ammunition, we
have not had the men to enter into
this titanic struggle.

‘We must let every other task stand
that can stand until victory is com-
plete. Let everyone who can, sum-
mon the sons of the Empire to a moral
and Christian crusade. We must do
more than talk and pray, everyone
who cares that righteousness shall
triumph and that wrong shall be ban-
ished from the universe, must see to
it that speech was translated to ac-
tion. We could not think of the past
year without acknowledging that our
enemy must be penalized and crushed,
not because we seek foe vengeance
but because the very existence of civi-
lization demanded it. It is their
civilization or our civilization—their
life or our life. To defeat or crush
them is the sole crusade of the twen-
tioth century. God is calling each one
of ua. We shall fight until we tri-
umph because we belleve we are fight-
ing for the welfare of humanity-— or
we shall perish in this struggle
against Teuton, against  Austrian,
against Turk. The nation has been
brought to a gerious discussion of the

SUMMARY
OF WAR
SITUATION

(Special to the Guardian.)

LONDON, Aug. 8.—The Germans
continue their progress in all direc-
tions in their efforts to cut off the
retreat of the Russian army. They
have commenced an attack on the
fortresses of Kovno and Ossowetz,
which must be overcome to reach the
railway from Warsaw through Vilna
and Dvinsk to Petrograd. They have
taken the minor fortress of Serock
and crossed the Vistula in the vicinity
of Warsaw. Further south General
Weyrick is advancing eastward, but
Field Marshal Mackenzen is being
stubbornly resisted and is making
slow progress. On the whole the dar-
ing scheme mapped out by Germans
as the grand sequel to the capture of
Warsaw, the destruction of the Rus-
sian army, is unfolding itself slowly.
With three main railways, besides
those built since the war, it is believed
in military ecircles, Grand Duke Nicho-
las will extricate his Warsaw army.

The Germansg gained minor- suc-
cesses in Argonne Ilorest, where the
army of the:Crown Prince has been
trying to find a weak spot in the
I'rench defentes, but the effort to re-
cover the lost trenches on Lingeskopf
in the Vosges is declared to have cost
them dearly. There has been heavy
fighting in ‘the Caucasus between the
Russians and the Turks, but official
reports are contradictory. Much in-
terest is taken in the diplomatic
negotiations in the Balkan capitals.
Reports indicate that Serbia is willing
to cede Macedonia to Bulgaria, but the
Greek Government is now opposing
the suggestion that she return Kavala,
a seaport in the vilayet of Salonika, to
Bulgaria. It s thought, however, the
opposition will be changed when Veni-
zelos returns’to power, which is ex-
pected when the Greek parliament re-
assembles early in September. M.
Venizelog offered Kavala to Bulgaria
when he was Premier simply in re-
turn for her continued neutrality,
while Greece went to the assistance of
the Allies against the Turks, but King
Constantine put his foot down on the
whole policy and the political crisis
resulted in the resignation of the
Venizelos cabinet.

PARIS, Aug. 8.—(Official)—"Some
artillery fighting has taken place in
Artois around Souchez and Roclin-
court, also between the Oise and the
Aisne, on Plateau of Neuvronb. In
Argonne the Germans twice repeated
attacks around Hill No. 213 but they
were repulsed. The explosion of two
mines enabled them to gain a foot-
hold in one of our trenches. They
were immediately expelled by counter
attacks. In the IForest of Apremont
bombardment has been continued
with the same intensity as on the pre-
vious days. In the Vosges the enemy
several times shelled our positions at
Winge and Schratzmannele. Towards
2 p.m. they made another attack on
the Pass of Schram Road from Hen-
neck which was stopped by our sweep-
ing fire. At the end of the afternoon
a new German attack was repulsed
by means of a bayonet charge and
grenades.”

PETROGRAD, Aug 8.—Attacks up-
on the fortresses of Kovnob and Os-
sowetz by German forces have been
begun, according to an official state-
ment issued to-night by the Russian
War Office. The works at Sesna, part
of Ossowetz fortress were stormed
Friday, under cover of a gas attack,
but the Germans were dislodged by
counter-attacks.

The text of the announcement fol-
lows:—"“Between Dvina and Niemen
rivers fighting continued without any
essential change of front. Near Kov-
nob the enemy attacked a position in
the Irst line of fortresses. On the
left of Niemen, our heavy batteries
are bombarding them vigorously.
Near Ossowetz the enemy at dawn
Friday developed intense Ire, launch-
ing great clouds of asphyxiating gas
on our positions. He carried the
works near Sesna but was dislodged
by our fire by counter-attacks. On
the Narew there was desperate fight-
ing. On the roads at Ostrov the
enemy, Friday, after a series of san-
guinary collisions, succeeded in pro-
gressing somewhat and extending the
ground which he had occupied. Des-
perate enemy attacks on Serock re-
gion on the previous evening, were
successfully repulsed. On the Vistu-
la there was a cannonade. Our heavy
artillery successfully counter-attacked
the work of a pontoon party on the
Vistula during Thursday night. Be-
tween the Vistula and Bug rivers des-
perate fighting has occurred.”

W, THOWIS INSPECTED
CANDAN FCTORES

(From our own Correspondent.)

OTTAWA, Aug. 8.—~Members of the
Shell Committee and of the party ac-
companying Mr D. A. Thomas, Lloyd
George's agent of munitions in Canada,
have returned from their visit to
Montreal and the Maritime Provinces,
where they inspected factorfes which
are turning out shells. Mr Thomas
himself has gone to New York, but it
expected to return to-morrow. The
party will leave in a few days to visit
factories in Ontario and the west.
They expressed themselves as well
satisfied with the manner in which
Canadian manufacturers are respond-

ing to the call for munitions,

RUSSIANS ARE
LEAVING KOVNO

LONDON, Aug. 7—A despatch to
the Daily Mail from Copenhagen says:
“Russians are evacuating Kovno. The
governor and his staff and the banks
have gone. The population has been
leaving for the past week.”

FISHING SMACKS
SUNK BY GERMANS

(Special to the Guardian.)
LONDON, Aug. 7.—Six British fish-
ing smacks have been sunk, presum-
ably by German submarines, The fish-

ing crews were landed to-day.

The Danish steamer Hansel has
been set on fire. The crew were
saved.

FIVE: YEARS [N PAISCA
FOR BURNING MILL

LIVERPOOL, N. S, Aug. 6— The
two young men Arenberg and Globe,
charged with firing the lumber mills
formerly owned by Harlow and Kemp-
ton, Milton, last Tuesday, and recent-
ly under control of the McLeod Pulp.
Co., were brought before Judge F.QG.
FForbes in the Criminal Court Wednes-
day afternoon. Arenberg told of col-
lecting shavings and sawdust and
applying lighted matches to the pile,
which resulted in the destruction of
the mill, box factory and cook house.
He received a sentence of five years
in the penitentiary. Globe, the Indian
was. not sentenced.

SIA CHARLES ROSS
NOW A COLONEL

OTTAWA, Aug. 8.—S8ir Charles
Ross, President of the Ross Rifle Co.,
has been given the temporary rank of
Colonel in the Canadian Militia, ac-
cording to Militia orders just issued.

Col. F. S. Meighen of the Grenadier
Guards, who recently returned to
Montreal from the front and is now
engaged in instructional work in
Canada, has been granted the tempor-
ary rank of full Colonel, which it is
expected will shortly be made per-
manent,

Glen Campbell, ex-M.P., who is now
engaged in raising a regiment in Mani-
toba, has been appointed Major.

FIGHTING ON
ON WESTERN FRONT

(Special to the Guardian.)

PARIS, Aug. 7.—The French War
Office says: Last night passed quietly
on the western front. In the western
section of Argonne there has been a
continuance of very spirited fighting
with grenades and bombs. An attack
by the enemy in the vicinity of Hill
No. 213 has been repulsed.

PARIS, Aug. 8.—(Official to-ignht)
—On the western part of the front
some artillery actions are reported in
Belgium, near Steenstraete and Het-
sas, Artois, on the line of San Terre,
and in the Valley of the Aisne when
Soissons was bombarded. In Argonne
only bomb and grenade fighting be-
tween men in opposing trenches has
been reported.

In the Woevre artillery showed
marked activity especially in the re-
gion of Flirey and in the Forest Le
Pretre. In the Vosges the Germans
this evening again attacked our posi-
tions at Linge but were completely
beaten back.

PARIS, Aug. 8.—Fighting of ex-
treme violence is developing in the
Vosges Mountains in consequence of
a German attack: An official state-
ment from the French War Office says
this attack has been repulsed but con-
cedes that minor advantages have
been gained by the Germans in Ar-
gonne,

{0-YEAR OLD BOY
DROWNED IN AVON RIVER

WINDSOR, August 6.—A ten-year-
old boy was drowned in the Avon
river this afternoon under peculiarly
sad circumstances. The boy, Harold
Collins, only son of Samuel Collins,
was swimming on the Falmouth side
of the river, back of his father's house
above the bridges, in company with
five or six companions., It is thought
he was swimming with the current
and got cafried down and becoming
tired he could not touch bottom and
sank. One of the boys stood on the
bank and the others ran for help. Carl
Church responded . to the call, but
there was no sign of the boy. Men
came from Windsor in boats and made
a search, but it was an hour before
the body was found, in a deep hole.

The family are from England and had
intended returning, but the outbreak
of the war prevented this.

SIR ROBERT

BORDEN

Was Guest of Canadians~.Residenl

in London.

Sir Gilbert Parker

Presided and Eulogized Sir Robert
and Maritime Provineces.

LONDON, Aug. 6.—After having
been the guest of honour in parlia-
mentary, diplomatic, civic and com-

mercial circles since his arrival here,

Sir Robert Borden was to-day given
a luncheon by the Canadian com-
munity in England. The Canadian

Club. which since the outbreak of the
war has suspended its customary
social functions, made an exception
on this occasion and a large number
of residents and visiting Canadians
occupied places.  Sir Gilbert Parker
in his introductory speech, paid a high
compliment to Sir Robert DBorden,
which was coupled with a eulogy of
the Maritime Provinces in regard to
their contribution of gifted leaders
and their permeating influence on the
Dominion.

The beneficial war work promoted
and maintained by the Canadian com-
munity in England was recognised by
the President, who also referred to the
Canadian respect for law as being
based upon the rights and freedom in
religion and education which prevailed
and which had especially happy re-
sults in Quebec.

Premier Borden’s reply was, to some
extent, a reiteration of Canada’s and
the Empire’s determination to see the
war to a successful issue., Speaking
of co-operation between the Canadian
and the Imperial Governments, he
alluded to Sir George Perley’s signal
services in this respect as being ap-
preciated not only by Canada but by
the whole Empire.

In regard to Warsaw
found some consolation
that the enemy must be tenfold dis-
appointed over its result, and that
Britain had attained the great task of
clearing the pathway of the seas.

LONDON, Aug. 8.—S8ir Robert Bor-
den, accompanied to R B. Bennett,

western city at noon. After lunching
with the Lord Mayor and aldermen,
the Premier will visit wounded Cana-
dians in the local hospital, returning
to London in the evening. The casket
for the certificate will not be ready
for Monday, but will be forwarded to
Sir Robert later. The Premier will
be the 21st honorary free man of the
city.

On the visit of Sir George Perley
and Mrs. MacLaren Brown, the Pre-
mier called at the Westminster Palace
Hotel to-day and inspected the Cana-
dian  War Contingent Association
work. He expressed gratification with
the adequate arrangements made for
the distribution of comforts to the
troops at the front and in camp. Sir
Robert also visited Victoria League
Club for the overseas forces which
was recently opened. Later in the
day, the Premier left to spend the
week-end as the guest of Lady North-
cote at Kast Well Park, near Ashford,
where Canadian wounded soldiers will
be visited. The Premier’s visit is be-
ing prolonged beyond the original in-
tention and the date of his return is

not fixed.

ONE YEAR OF WAR HAS
COST CANADA 50,000,000

OTTAWA, Aug. 6.— A year of war
cost Canada $90,000,000, the great
struggle in which many Canadians
have already laid down their lives is
also calling for great financial sacri-
fice. It is costing Canada in fact
$300,000 a day. Arguing this out even
more finely it will be apparent that
Canadians are coming down in their
pockets to pay the expenses of the
present struggle a the rate of nearly
$15,000 an hour of about $240 a min-
ute and the statistician who cares to
reduce his calculations to the ultimate
unit will discover of course the Cana-
dian financial war clock is ticking at
the rate of only a little less than $40
per second,

The total war expense up to July 31,
or practically twelve months after
war, was declareq on Aug. 4th last to
be $81,750,000. Adding to this ex-
penditure since that date it will be seen
as stated, that so far Canadians have
paid the best part of $90,000,000 for
their convictions. The rattio of ex-
pense of course is going up all the
time as the Dominion places more and
more troops in the field. Almost the
whole expenditure ig military in char-
acter, Canada’s navy especially now
that German cruiser have been driv-
ed here and landed men.American au-
tle. The heavy items are in the
equipment and up keep of men at
home, in England, and at the front
The pay of the troops alons costs
little less than $100,000 per day.
