- she Imperial Order, Daughters of the Em-
pire has prepared an attractive handbook which
is_being presented in the Old Country to the
wives of Canadian servicemen who have mar-
ried abroad. The booklet, written by Dr. Char-
lotte Whitton, C.B.E., “From Kith to Kin,” is
of a size to fit into a handbag. It contains con-
cise information upon Canada, its geography,
history and government, its houses, trains, org-
wnizations, even concerning our pet corns.

It begins with a welcome: “We are glad to
see you come, drawn by the same hope and
sourage, that, long ago, upheld the women who
same e us in this land. You, like them,
may find its life hard, even harsh at times, and
your path may seem unknown and beset with
difficulty but you will find strength in the
thought that other women of vour race have trod
the same way long before vou. They faced oth-
er and greater odds, hardship, suffering and
heartbreak, such as vou and we shall never be
called to endure. Because they remained stout
of spirit and steady under sacrifice and travail,
we are a nation, fighting at your side today.”

Miss Whitton puts in a cautionary  word:
“You will find our accents hard clipped in some
parts of the country. - - - But do not make the
mistake of saving yvou find we speak ‘like the
Americans.”  Our accent is our own; nor is it
necessarily uneducated or crude if it is not like
yours.”

Princess Alice has written the foreward:

“As wife of the Governor General of Canada
end Honorary President of the Organization
which has drawn up this little pamphlet, I would
earnestly recommend it to all British women in-
tending to start a home in Canada.

“Having myself spent the last four years in
this country I know much about the people and
the way they live. While in the main every-
thing is the same as at home, yet there are some
quite distinct differences, and I feel sure yvou will

RAuibber And Wheat

During the past session of Parliament a
sub-committee of the war expenditures com-
mittee investigated the whole range of rubber
production in Canada. It called officials: of the
Polymer Corporation, the government-owned
company which manufactures synthetic rubber
and questioned rescarch experts in all fields re-
lating to the production of rubber. The com-
mittee’s finding with regard to wheat and rub-
ber can be summarized as follows:

“Unless radical and unexpected changes in
the extraction of alcohol from wheat are made
possible, or unless petroleum becomes prohibi-
tive in price or impossible to obtain, the course
followed by Polymer (in using petroleum as the
base), will remain justifiable in the future, and
the subsidizing of wheat in this regard will re-
main of very doubtful economic value to the
country.”

Canada had the choice of making the need-
ed chemicals for synthetic rubber from either
grain alcohol or from petroleum. The “petrol-
eum route” was chosen because it was proved
much cheaper than the other.

On the question of wheat versus petroleum,
the parliamentary sub-committee obtained evi-
dence from both the Polymer officials and ex-
perts of the National Research Council, and
deduced that rubber could be produced from
petroleum at less than half cost of production
from . alcohol. In January, 1944, the company
did produce rubber from alcohol at 42 cents a
pound. When it turned to petroleum it pro-
duced rubber at 23 cents a pound. Soon it will
be making rubber at 17 cents, and there is a
probability that ‘cost may go as low as 15 cents.

The same witnesses stated that in order
to bring down the cost of producing Buna-S
from alcohol to that of producing it from pet-
roleum, wheat would have to be delivered at
the distillery at 23 cents a bushel. The report
states that this evidence on costs was corrobor-
ated by officials of the National Rescarch Coun-
cil.

Meanwhile, Canada will probably spend
more money in the future on exploring the pos-
sibilities of growing its own rubber. The same
parliamentary sub-committee made a compre-
hensive survey of rubber supply and production
in Canada. It has recommended that substantial
amounts of money be included in the next esti-
mates for research on producing rubber from
Canadian plants. Much work had already heen
done on the possibility by the Department of
Agriculture and the National Research Council
at Ottawa. .

Of the hundreds of plants studied and de-
veloped by the agricultural department division
of botany and the rubber laboratories of the re-
search council, two plants, the Russian dande-
fion kok-saghyz and Canadian milkweed, have
so far offered the hest possibilities.

There are real difficulties in the way of us-
ing either of them, and Canadian scientists have
been cautious about appraising them, particu-
farly in the economic field.

The  Russian dandelion has high class rub-
ber in its roots and it can be grown in Canada.
But whether it can be grown economically in
Canada is a problem. In Russia much hand
Tabor was used in its production and cost was not
a consideration,

To bring the cost of production down to a
reasonable level in Canada some scientists believe
it will be necessary to produce varieties with high
subkor content and large roots and to mechan-

ize the whole process of harv‘esting, planting
and cultivating,

Two shipments of seed of .the rubber-bear-
ing dandelion were received direct from the U.
S.SR. by Canada, and numerous experiments
have been made in the field and in the laboratory
by Canadian scientists. In addition, some arctic
and sub-arctic species of dandelion growing in
northern Canada have been studied and may be
useful in the breeding programme with the
Russian variety.

In the case of the common milkweed, ex-
traction of the gum from the leaves is compli-
cated, and there is yet considerable doubt as to
the quality of the rubber that can be obtained
from the milkweed. It grows wild in profusion
in Ontario and Quebec, and to a lesser extent
in Manitoba. Certain agricultural problems, par-
ticularly harvesting met:ods, remain to be solv-
ed,

bodily functions. It deals with it as
a food, a drug and a poison; and
the conclusioi. of this report is, as
stated in the concluding chapter:
“It is certainly true that alcohnlic
beverages are in no way necessary
for healthy life; that they ars harm-

precautions are not observed.”

The final inference from this re-
port is that it is safer and, in all
respects, better to abstain comple-
tely from all alcoholic beverages.
This Report comes out of a beer-
drinking country a country where
the liquor traffic has been deeply,
entrenched: and it marks the be-
pinning of a new movement for
the reduction of the use of intoxi-
cating liquor.
