Premier McNair has neither denied nor con-
firmed the allegation by the leader of the op-
position in New Brunswick that the government
was planning to take over privately owned elec-
tric power companies and, by combining their
facilities' with ‘those of the New Brunswick
Power Commission, create one big system for
the province. If the idea had not occurred to
Mr. McNair before, savs the Moncton Tran-
seript (Liberal), he may be taking time to think
it over,

The purpose of the pian, it is said in the
despatch reporting  Mr, Mackay's  statement,
would be to give lower power rates to constm-
ers and to iz in the provinceswide power fac-
ilit’es with the proposed Petitcodiac tidal power
development.  Consumers never have shown any
objection to reductions in the price of electricity
or anything elsc. The old question of private
versus public ownership, however, would be
raised.  Those who oppose any extension of
publie ewnership would be inclined to disap-
prove. Whether or not the prospects of savings
they weuld enjov under the plan would over-
come their objections is another question. First,
in order to win popular approval, it would have
to be demonstrated that there would be a sav-
ing. Elimination of federal taxes would be an
item. There would be some reduction in over-
head by combining all the producer units in one
organizdtion. I'o deicrmine whether govern-
ment opesation would be sufficiently economical
to preserve these savings, the record of the pro-
vincial commission would have to be studied.

Meanwhile, however, although these specula-
tions may be of some interest they remain pure-
ly academic until the statement promised by
Premier McNair is given to the public.

Gas Attacks Unlikely

According to Drew Middleton, London cor-
respondent of the New York Times, the rea-
sonable ‘opinion of Allied leaders is that the
Germans will not employ gas as a war weapon,
either on the field, or dropped from planes.

Ome of the first things the British Govern-
ment did after the declaration of war was to
furnish every man, woman and child in the
country with a gas mask, believing that the Hun
would be true to his record of the last war. As
time went on and the Nazis did not drop gas
bombs on London, the people gradually left off

-~ carrying their masks to work or whenever they

went out, and now nobody carries them at ali.
They believe that if the Germans had intended
to use gas he would have done it long before now.

We may be sure that it is not from human-
itarian ‘reasons that the enemy has refrained.
If sufficient precautions are observed there is
little to fear from gas in almost any form. Some
types will kill, but they quickly evaporate. Oth-
ers hang about for a few days, but their ef-
fects are not deadly.

The real reason for this abstension, however,
is that the Germans know that the Allies pos-
sess a secret gas far more deadly than anything
their scientists have knowledge of, and that
when the first gas bomb or cylinder is let loose
among Allied civilians or soldiers, the Allies will
retort in the most awful fashion. Shortly be-
fore the end of the last war the United States
had produced “Lewisite,” a gas so deadly that
the factory im Ohio where it was made under
the direction of Professor Lewis, the inventor,
was quarantined for miles on either side lest
any of the fumes escape, and shortly after the
war, rather than risk keeping the stuff indefin-
itely in drums the entire output was taken out
to sea, weighed and dumped to the bottom.

The ‘Allies’ have vast quantities of deadly gas
#h storage. but they will only use it if provoked.

More Butter Produced

Creamery butter production in May moved
up to 33,918,942 pounds. This represents an
increase of approximately 1 3-4 million pounds
or 5.3 per cent over that produced in the same
month of the preceding year. All provinces
except Nova Scotia and Ontario shared in this
advance, This reverses the trend reported in
the preseding month when a decline of 13.6
per cent was registered and is due to the fact
that the season was more advanced, providing
more’ luscious pasture than in May, 1943, when
the weather was inclined to be rather cold and
backward. The accumulative production of
creamery butter during the January-May period
amounted to 80,602,220 pounds or 6.5 per cent
less than that reported a year ago.

A marked improvement in the butter supply
situation in. May, coupled with periodical cuts
in the ration, offers more favourable prospects
of building up reserve stocks, so much needed
during the winter period, than was the case a
month ago.

The Pro-
gressive party in those days was far more
formidable than: the CCF party of today.

Why did it vanish? The answer, suggests
the Journal, was in Mr. Crerar's temperament,
An amiable, kindly,, moderate man, at heart a
conservative, he was not of the mould of the
fighting chieftain. The Whiggish Liberalism
of Mr. Mackenzie King appealed to him far
more than the radical dreams of the prairie
wheat-growers, And while Mr. King used all
his genius for blandishment, Mr, Crerar, anxi-
ous to become a statesman while it was still ne-
cessary that he remain an agitator, moved closer
to the camp which was really his spiritual home.
A day came when his party, now mostly tired
radicals, their rosy dawn turned to a drab grey,
fell to grinding corw in the camp of the Phili-
stines,

Mr. Crerar, had he possessed the tempera-
ment of the true radical, could have exerted
pressure from without or bored from within. He
did neither. The label of “Liberal”, the post ol
minister, the pomp of power, the telling to him-
self that, after all, more could be got by peace
and expediency—these things were more of his
nature. It all brought him in time to full mem-
bership in the Liberal hierarchy. The Progres-
sive party became a memory.
