He
gshould therefore be back in Ottawa
Friday or Saturday.

Hughes are expected to be back in
Ottawa by the end of next week. No
reception to the Prime Minister is
being planned by the Government in
accordance, it is understood, with Sir
Robert’s own wish. It is expected,
however, that local Conservatives
will provide some sort of celebration
in honor of the Premier’s return both
here and in Montreal. No informa-
tion is available here as to the nature
of the proposals which will be made
in regard to the raising of troops and
the output of munitions as a result of
Sir Robert’s visit: to England. The
Premier has already conferred with
officials of the War Office and the

Munitions Minister, On his return
to Ottawa he will have a further con-
ference with Mr. D. A, Thomas, the
British representative who has been
studying the munitions question in
Canada.

Most interest in political circles
here centres in the probability of im-
portant political developments follow-
ing Sir Robert’s return. The chances
seem, however, to be against the tak-
ing of any very sensational step in

| view of the weight of business still to

be transacted in connection with the
war. The general desire in this coun-
try is to avoid disturbing existing con-
ditions and the practical certanty that
a prolongaton of the Parliament will
be agreed to. Public sentiment is
known to favor an extension and a
majority of Liberal me:mbers are said
to support the proposals. This course,
if followed, will confirm the wishes of
men in both parties.

LONDON, Aug. 27.—The severity
of the recent fighting on the Gallipoli
peninsula is shown by the fact that
in the past eight days there have been
nearly 800 casualties among the offi-
cers of the British forces, the Austra-
lians and New Zealanders bearing the
brunt of the losses.

The casualty list issued yesterday
contained the names of 122 officers
and 1,350 men.

UNCLE SAM HAS BROUGHT THE

WASHINGTON, Aug. 26.—Two im:
portant developments to-day in the
relations between the United States
and Germany further reduced the in-
tensity of the situation and were taken
to foreshadow a  declaration from
Berlin on the subject of submarine
warfare which would eliminate that
source of discord between the two
countries.
Count Von Bernstorff, the German
Ambassador, called upon Secretary
Lansing and informed him that the
statement presented Tuesday by direc-
tion of the Berlin Foreign Office, say-
ing there was no intent to cause loss
of American lives when the White Star
liner Arabic was destroyed, was in-
tended to imply that German submar-
ine commanders had been ordered to
attack no more merchantmen without
warning.
Ambassador Gerard, reporting from
Berlin, the subhstance of a conference
with Foreign Minister Von Jagow, con-
firmed the Associated Press despatch-
es of earlier in the day that Germany,
even before the sinking of the Arabic,
had adopted a policy designed to
settle completely whole submarine
problem, The State Department did
not make public Ambassador Gerard's
despatch, but the optimism immedi-
ately reflected at the State Depart-
ment and the White House was taken
as convincing proof that the situation,
once threatening a break in the
friendly relations between the two
countries, was on the way to a settle-
ment,
One fact was outstanding ih the
whole situation. It was that a further
communication is coming from Ger-
many outlining a policy, which it is
said, is expected to be satisfactory to
the United States. It. is understood
that Germany will announce a sus-
pension of her submarine warfare on
passenger-carrying  ships, and that
German submarine commanders will
be instructed not to sink any mer-
chantmen without warning, pending a
diplomatic discussion of appeal for a
modus vivendi for relaxations of the
British blockade against neutral com-
merce.

LOOKING UP GREEK

OTTAWA, August 26.—Two officers
of the Greek regular army, Captain
Ropis Costoveos and Captain Christ
Hungis, both of Athens, are in the
capital preparing the three hundred
Greek reservists here for a call to
the colors.

The Russian
armies are still intact with virtually
their guns and prospects of more
plentiful supplies of ammunition. For
this reason military writers are of the
opinion that Grand Duke Nicholas now
should be able to make a stand as
the Austro-German losses must have
been very heavy, especially during the
three weeks which intervened between
the fall of Warsaw and the occupation
of Brest-Litovsk.

The capture of several German
trenches in the Vosges is reported by
Paris this evening, but what is con-
sidered more significant is the con-
tinued activity of the air squadron,
which has been bombarding German
positions in France as well as muni-
tion factories across the German bor-
der. There has been nothing further
from the Dardanelles or Balkans, but
it is now certain that Serbia is pressed
to make necessary sacrifices to satisfy
Bulgaria and gain her co-operation in
behalf of the Allies. It may be several
days, however, before the Serbian
reply to representations of the Entente
Powers is received. A vote of the
Serbian parliament was only upon the
principle involved, and negotiations
are now proceeding between Serbia,

dulged in a military debate for the
first time during the war. Only one
member, Daniel Stuecklen, voiced any
criticisms of the Government, and
these were of minor character and
carried no complaints and expressed
no desire regarding the conduct of the
war.

In the
hour of danger we proved that we
would not leave the Fatherland in the
lurch. The deeds of the troops under
von Linsingen in the Carpathians are
unparalleled in the war history of all
time.”
