The prodigal to deserve the re-
céption the father has to give must
recognize he has forfeited his sonship l
and be willing to accept the conse-
quences of his wrong-doing, thankful,
g0 long as he may find a place in his
father’'s house.

The prodigal returning in that spi-
rit, and in that spirit only, is as-
gured of the welcome which Christ
sets forth in, the parable.
