Trainmen, ‘trackmen and
other classes have made such de-
mands, and in the case of the two
classes named an agreement has
been reached.

There has been no revision of
the rules and rates of raillway tele-
graplers in Canada since 1922. The
changes in rules asked are not
many, but there is in the memoran-
dum to be submitted to the railway
companies a demand for a 15 per
cent. increase in wages. In all in
the employ of the two great rail-
way companies there iare about 8,-
000 despatchers, operators, station
agents and assistants,
